PWD Martin advised council that we are having problems with residents misusing the yard waste containers. A warning notice has been designed and repeated abuse may result in removal of the container. Council had no objection to moving forward with ordering the stickers.

A.  Lee Morris Building – Mark Hewett  
Mark Heuett presented a concept drawing of the Lee Morris building that he is proposing the city consider for a new city hall. He used the information developed by Jerry Brotnov to create a possible floor plan. The building has 6,500 sq. ft. on the main floor, 2,500 in the basement and 3,500 on the second floor. He is willing to remodel the building to the city’s specifications and either lease or sell it the city. 
Mayor Engle cautioned that the council needs to develop and adopt a capital facilities plan before making a decision on a major project.

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/MCLAUGHLIN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for January 12, 2009 of $478,754.84. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
Councilmember Warren said the committee will be meeting with Todd Richardson to work on the off-site business issue. 
PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Warren said the committee met with Todd Richardson to discuss solutions to the off-site sale issue. Richardson is preparing an ordinance that will require signs to be posted at the site of the sale for any business that is being done at a location other than the business’ permanent location. There was much discussion about how that would address the original concern of the off-site car sales. Warren said the signs will give the purchaser notice that the sale is being conducted by a business that is not a permanent location. It would apply to any business including booths set up for local community events. The issue was referred back to committee for additional research.
PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Baumberger said there is change order for the manhole repair project for $2,587.20.  MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/SMITH to approve the change order. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Brewer announced that he is resigning from the council effective January 31. Mayor Engle thanked him for his contributions during his term.
