
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
July 27, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

AGENDA CHANGES:  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Councilmember Nash commented that there was no Public Works Committee report in the minutes. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes with the correction. Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Brandon Macz, Lewiston Tribune, asked if the city will be moving forward with an ambulance service now that we have purchased an ambulance. Councilmember Baumberger replied that in his opinion we will probably move forward with beginning ambulance service.
Dennis Plunkett, 925 3rd Street, referred to the second reading of the stormwater ordinance. His opinion is that the City would be in violation of certain aspects of the state and federal constitution and several laws if they proceed. He asked to sit with the city attorney to discuss his concerns. He was advised to contact Grown for an appointment. 
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle announced that there will be an open house on August 31 from 2:00 until 4:00 for Bob Johnson who is retiring from the city.
Mayor Engle announced that there will be a VIP open house at Wal-Mart on August 31 that the council is invited to attend. The grand opening is scheduled for September 2nd.


Mayor Engle reported that Clerk Storey is working to correct a reporting error that caused sales tax from the construction of the new Wal-Mart building. It appears that some other businesses in the north area of the city are reporting incorrectly also. 
C.  From Staff

PWD Martin reminded council that the second reading of Ordinance No. 1456 is required to meet mandated adoption deadlines. Martin said it is not uncommon for ordinances such as this to be refined after adoption. City attorney Grow commented that the City’s ordinance has some changes to certain provisions that make it different from the version adopted by Asotin County. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:


A.  Ordinance No. 1456, IDDE, 2nd Reading

Ordinance No. 1456 was read by title. Councilmember Baumberger asked where the August 16 deadline came from. Martin said it is a directive from DOE. Councilmember Nash asked if implementation can be postponed. Martin said because it is being adopted in stages, the whole process won’t be in place for several months. Councilmember Beadles said he has some real concerns. He said that even rainwater isn’t mentioned as an allowable water source. He is concerned about the erosion of property rights. He wants to see the ordinance reworked to be more “user friendly”. Mayor Engle suggested that the ordinance could be adopted to meet the deadlines, and then council could revise it. Martin said this ordinance has been in the works for months and now is at deadline time. Councilmember McLaughlin asked what would happen if it were not adopted by the deadline. Martin said that we have expended grant funds that could be required to be paid back. Baumberger stated that if changes are made at this point it will require two readings again and would put us past the deadline for adoption. Mayor Engle said she believes the intent is to look for the blatant abusers and that whoever is hired to enforce would be doing minimal enforcement. Beadles said he didn’t think the council was in favor of hiring an enforcement person. 
MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1456. Motion carried 4-3; Baumberger, Beadles, McLaughlin, Warren in favor; Lomen, Nash, Smith opposed. 

MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/WARREN to direct Public Works Committee to review Ordinance No. 1456 for amendments at their next meeting on August 5 for presentation at the next council meeting. Motion carried. 


B. Ordinance No. 1457, Budget Amendment – 2nd Reading

MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to adopt Ordinance No. 1457. Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2009-11, EMS Levy 

Resolution No. 2009-11 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve Resolution No. 2009-11.Nash reported that Chief Cooper has purchased an ambulance and is driving it home from California. Beadles commented that he hopes Asotin County will decide to partner with Clarkston.  Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for July 27, 2009, of $132,095.44. Motion carried.
