	Public Hearing on USDA, Rural Development Funding Application for Waste Water Treatment Plant Upgrades.
	PWD Martin explained that part of the application process for a loan or grant from USDA is to hold a public hearing to explain the city’s intent to apply for funding for this project and give citizens the opportunity to comment. Martin explained the scope of the project. The loan application is for $11.3 million.  The City has received an offer of a loan from DOE for design elements for $975,000. He has asked USDA if we accept the loan from DOE, can we still receive the whole $11.3 million for the construction which would enable the city to add some elements that were not in the original plan.
