
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
June 28, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Smith, Nash, Lawrence, Beadles, McLaughlin; Lomen excused
Staff Present:  City Attorney Richardson, Clerk/Treasurer Storey, PWD Martin, Chief Hastings, Chief Cooper
AGENDA CHANGES:  Councilmember Beadles added authorization for a computer server upgrade to New Business. Mayor Engle added an executive session for union negotiations with possible action. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve the minutes of the June 14, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Patricia Ingram, 1502 Lyden Court, spoke about a motor home that is regularly parked on 5th Street near the Albertson’s shopping center. She is moves from 5th Street to 3rd Street to avoid the parking time restriction. Mrs. Ingram said it blocks view from cars coming in and out of the parking lot. She said it has an Idaho license plate and has been in the area since about November of 2009. She said it is possible that someone is living in the motor home.  Chief Hastings will have it investigated.

B.  From the Mayor

Mayor Engle thanked everyone who participated in the Relay for Life. 


Mayor Engle showed the plaque that was presented to Clarkston by Farmers Insurance for being named a Secure City. 


Mayor Engle asked the Public Works Committee to start reviewing sewer rates and consider raising them in increments to prepare for the upgrade that will be coming. Clerk Storey commented that a rate study is part of the financial report that is being done by the engineering firm

C.  From Staff
Chief Cooper gave a brief reminder on fire safety for the 4th of July. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1473, Amend CMC 10.52, Park Rules – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1473 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN TO ADOPT Ordinance No. 1473.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Approve Grant Application – Stormwater Funding
Cheryl Sonnen, stormwater coordinator, explained that Department of Ecology has received more federal money for stormwater purposes. Clarkston’s share is $89,373, with no match required. We were just notified on June 22nd and the documents have to be submitted by July 2nd.  MOTION BY NASH/LAWRENCE to authorize the mayor to sign the grant application. Cheryl said the funds have not been earmarked yet, but there are several areas it could be used in. Motion carried. 
B.  Resolution No. 2010-15, Surplus Bicycles
Resolution No. 2010-15 was read by title. The bikes will be donated to the Boys & Girls Club, with four going to the fire department to be refurbished for a Christmas project. 
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2010-15. Motion carried. 

C.  Server Upgrade 

Councilmember Beadles said that Finance Committee reviewed a proposal to upgrade the finance department’s server and recommends moving ahead with the project. Clerk Storey said the current server is about six years old and past due for replacement. The new software does not run quickly on this server. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the purchase of a new server and authorize a budget amendment of $12,000 from the Equipment Replacement Fund. Motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for June 28, 2010 of $197,429.61. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Warren told the council that she has taken on too many obligations and has decided to drop off Community Development Committee and concentrate on her other committee responsibilities. Councilmember Beadles volunteered to serve on Community Development Committee.
