APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the May 26, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Dan Cease reported on the community garden organizational meeting. He said 8 people attended. More involvement is needed. He is looking for people to assist in developing a plan. They will be traveling to Moses Lake to visit their garden. 
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle announced that the City received a $5,000 contribution from Wal-Mart towards completion of the entrance project.
C.  From Staff

PWD Martin informed council that the street department is preparing to move forward with a couple of projects that were approved in this year’s budget. Both relate to stormwater control. Total cost is about $16,000.  There were no objections from council.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution 2009-07, Authorize Purchase of Ambulance at Auction
Chief Cooper explained that he has located a couple of possible ambulances that will be sold at an auction in Nampa, ID. He feels they are worth going to inspect and possible purchase. This resolution will authorize purchasing without going through a bid process.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve Resolution No. 2009-07.

Councilmember Nash asked if Chief Cooper should be authorized to purchase both if they are suitable.  MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/BEADLES to amend the resolution to authorize purchase of both vehicles at the Chief’s discretion. Amendment carried. Motion as amended carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for June 8, 2009, of $378,528.06. Motion carried. 
Councilmember Beadles reported that the committee discussed financing options for the possible purchase of property. The Committee is not ready to make a recommendation at this time.
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL

Councilmember McLaughlin said there is no update. 
PUBLIC SAFETY

Councilmember Baumberger reported that the police and fire departments have items that need to be surplused. A resolution will be on the agenda for a future meeting. 

COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash asked if there is any way to inform the public that the cemetery is not under the City’s jurisdiction.
Councilmember Warren announced that Dan Cease has bee appointed to the Port’s planning committee.
