APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY Beadles/Lawrence to approve the minutes of the, January 24, 2010 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Dan Cease, 1122 6th St., commented that he is unhappy with the performance of the council and staff. He said there is a lack of trust with the public works department and that three officials are approving expenditures. He suggested there should be an engineer on the public works committee.
Sheri Duthie, 1249 7th St., said she was representing Respect Clarkston and spoke to the council regarding the defeat of the stormwater utility ordinance.  She said that the Respect Clarkston group is asking to be included in discussions on future stormwater issues. She said there are cheaper options than the current plan.

Mayor Engle reported that the State Auditor is on site.  He will be here until about the end of the month.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2011-02 – Collection Policy for Ambulance Service
MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve Resolution No. 2011-02.  Motion carried.

B. Bid Results, Public Safety Remodel
Councilmember Lawrence reported that Facilities Committee met and discussed the bids which were all above budget.  Committee recommends the bids be rejected and the project refined and rebid. MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to reject all bids for the Public Safety Remodel. 
Councilmember Nash commented that there is about $280,000 available in the Capital Facilities Fund. He said the project has been pared down and wondered if there is more that can be done to reduce the cost. 
Jerry Brotnov discussed the reasons for the additional expense. Fewer contractors bid the job than expected.  Additional expenses included the exit from the second floor of the fire station and abatement of hazardous materials.  Several things were discovered as the project plans were refined. Many were maintenance items that have been postponed for years and those items add up.  Brotnov said he spoke with the contractors to see what suggestions they might have to reduce costs. The exit stairway for the fire department is being redesigned which should reduce costs.  He said about $76,000 in reductions have been identified.  He suggested the budget be increased by $264,000. The areas of biggest expense are new electrical and new heating and air conditioning systems. Chief Cooper commented that life safety issues are a concern, especially the exits. Brotnov said the security fences will remain as an optional item.  
Councilmember Lawrence said she would like to postpone a decision until next meeting to allow more time to study the plans and review the stormwater issues and costs.
Brotnov said electrical is a big part of the project and the two buildings are intertwined.  Mayor Engle asked if the cost has been separated between the fire and police improvements. Brotnov said the majority of the project cost is the police department. He said the electrical is essentially one system and includes the emergency generator. Brotnov also mentioned that operational costs should come down significantly with a more energy efficient building. 
Motion to reject bids carried.

C. Bid Results, Asbestos Abatement
MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to retain the bid from All Safe, but postpone awarding it until a decision is made on the remodel project.  Motion carried.

D. Proclamation – Kiwanis Children’s Cancer Cure Month
A proclamation was read by Clerk Storey.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the proclamation.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for February 14, 2011 of $489,005.20 and for December 31, 2010 of $4,176.19. Motion carried. 
	Beadles reported that Chief Cooper requested permission to surplus two obsolete defibrillators and offer them to the Phillips vendor for $900 credit.  Clerk Storey said Resolution No. 2011-03 authorizes the surplus transaction.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2011-03.  Motion carried. 

COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Lawrence said she is concerned with some comments that Sherri Duthie attributed to Dave Duncan of the Department of Ecology. Lawrence said she spoke with Duncan and read an email he sent to her clarifying his position.  Duncan’s email said Clarkston is required to have a stormwater permit because it is classified as an urbanized area. He said in order to get out of permit requirements, the City would have to eliminate all surface water from reaching waters of the state. He said he told Respect Clarkston that eliminating surface water from reaching the rivers would be an expensive option. 
	Councilmember Beadles addressed Dan Cease’s comment regarding Beadles’ earlier comment that the city was not interested in annexation. Beadles said he has done some research on annexation and discovered that it usually results in expenses that are not covered by the revenue it brings. The requirements for annexing also make it difficult.  
			
MEDIA QUESTIONS:
	Kevin Gaboury of the Tribune asked if the council has reviewed the Respect Clarkston plan. Mayor Engle said it was just received today and council has not had time to study it. 
	Councilmember McLaughlin said she knows the Respect Clarkston group would like to meet with council to do a presentation. Mayor Engle suggested it would be best to hold a workshop to discuss the proposed plan. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
	Council adjourned to Executive Session to discuss union negotiations at 7:46 p.m.  Anticipated time is ten minutes and action is expected as a result. 
	Council returned to open session at 7:55 p.m.  Clerk Storey recapped the terms of the agreement. The settlement for the collective bargaining agreement with the Public Works and Admin Union are: 3% wage increase effective 2/1/11 and a CPI based increase for 2012 and 2013 with a minimum/maximum of 1.5% / 3%; medical insurance to remain on Plan B with a reopener for 2012.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the CBA with Public Works/Admin.  Motion carried, 6-1, Smith opposed.
