APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the December 27, 2010 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public 
Vance Glover, 1326 ½ Maple, addressed the council representing Trendz. He referred to an article in the newspaper that indicated Trendz markets Spice to teens and was concerned that the public has gotten an unfair view of what they sell.  He said Trendz does not market 
Spice as a drug to be smoked in order to get an “under the radar high”.  He turned over a bag containing Spice to the police chief.
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle read a fun proclamation declaring that Chief Cooper should ride a stick horse as it would be safer than being thrown from his real horse and presented him with Sparky, the stick horse.
Mayor Engle asked for a committee of councilmembers to develop a voter information statement regarding the referendum election on the stormwater utility.  Beadles, Lawrence and Smith volunteered.
C. From Staff
Storey referred to a handout that explains the rules for placing voter information on the election website.
Storey made council aware of an incident that happened in city hall that morning that made us more aware of safety issues.  She explained that all the phones in city hall have been reprogrammed so there is a one-touch button for calling 911.

A.  Committee Standing Committee Assignments 
Mayor Engle asked if council members wanted to change any of their committee assignments. Councilmember Smith said he would like to switch from Public Works to Public Safety, but no else wanted to switch. Committees remain unchanged. 

B. Mayor Pro Tem 
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/WARREN to appoint Councilmember Nash as Mayor Pro Tem.  Motion carried. 

C. Citizen Appointment to Public Safety 
MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to reappoint Dick Jones to Public Safety Committee.  Motion carried. Clerk Storey reminded council that the citizens at large are annual appointments, so they need to reapply if they want to remain on committees. 

D. Ordinance No. 1483, Park Rules, Dogs – 1st Reading 
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/ McLAUGHLIN to approve the contract with Jim Grow for city attorney for 2011.  Motion carried. 

E. Approve Contract, The Empirical Co. – Lead Survey 
PWD Martin said that in conjunction with the public safety building remodel, a lead survey was needed.  There was an opportunity to save about $1,000 by having the Empirical Co. do the survey while they were in the area working on another project, so he discussed it with Public Works Committee and then authorized the work. He also has a change order from Jerry Brotnov to administer the lead and asbestos abatement contracts for $800.  MOTION BY SMITH/NASH to authorize the contract with Empirical and approve the change order for Brotnov.  Motion carried

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for January 10, 2011 of $521,188.24.  Motion carried. 
	
COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember McLaughlin gave a brief report on a Community Development meeting that Dave Duncan from DOE attended to answer stormwater questions. 
	Councilmember Beadles said he feels the city needs to remain in the Interlocal for a year and carefully evaluate the program and it cost. He said if the utility is defeated the council will have to make some difficult budget decisions to fund the program out of the general fund. 
	Councilmember Lomen said he thinks the council should send a termination letter to the Interlocal now since it takes six months to get out of the agreement. 
	Councilmember Warren said the council has to have an alternate plan that meets the requirements before making a move to get out of the Interlocal.
	Grow discussed potential penalties if the City is found in violation of the permit. Lawrence added that fines would be effective from the date of the violation, not the date an action is filed. 
				
MEDIA QUESTIONS:  
	Stephanie Smith asked for more information about the incident that prompted the 911 programming on the phones. Clerk Storey gave a brief explanation of what had happened and said this was a step in addressing safety concerns.
