CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the December 13, 2010 regular meeting. Motion carried.

PW Martin asked the council again to consider authorizing funding for the foreman position at the WWTP.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to authorize a budget amendment to make the position effective January 1. Motion carried; 6-1, Smith opposed. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1480, 2010 Budget Amendment – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1480 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1478.  Motion carried; 5-2; Smith and Lomen opposed. 

B.  Ordinance No. 1481, Adopt 2011 Budget – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1481 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to adopt Ordinance No. 1481.  Councilmember McLaughlin asked about the stormwater utility. Clerk Storey said there is no stormwater utility in this budget. Stormwater expenses are covered in the Current Expense Fund.  Councilmember Beadles commented that if the stormwater utility is defeated in the referendum election council will have to review the budget. He said that layoffs are a possibility at that time. Motion carried; 5-2, Smith and Lomen opposed. 

C. Clarkston Free Parking Proposal
Councilmember Lawrence reported that the proposal to assume ownership of the Free Parking parcels was discussed in Admin Committee. Recommendation from the committee is to reject of offer. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/NASH to reject the proposal from Clarkston Free Parking to assume ownership of the parking lots. Councilmember Beadles said that Finance Committee also discussed the issue. They would like to wait for the decision on the stormwater utility. Beadles and Warren both said they are opposed to the long term lease included in the agreement. Lawrence said this issue has been on the table for a long time and the organization deserves an answer. Councilmember Nash said he would like to consider it again after the stormwater vote. He said the organization cannot afford the storm water fees. Motion carried; 5-2; McLaughlin and Smith opposed. 
                   	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Agreement to Participate in Emergency Services Study
Councilmember Lawrence said that council has worked hard to establish better relations with neighboring entities and this study has the potential to improve emergency services in the entire region. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to participate in the regional study. Beadles said this is an excellent opportunity to cooperate with the other agencies that provide emergency services and gain valuable information on how best to serve the community. Councilmember Nash asked how binding this study will be. Beadles said it is not binding, it will provide information and each entity will still make its own decisions on how to proceed with services. Lawrence commented that if Clarkston does not participate, we will have no voice.  Motion carried; 5-2. Smith and Lomen opposed 

B. Resolution No. 2010-24, Salaries for Non-represented Employees 
Resolution No. 2010-24 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve Resolution No. 2010-24.  Motion carried. 

C. Resolution No. 2010-25, 2011 Position Allocation List 
Resolution No. 2010-25 was read by title. Clerk Storey commented that there have been no changes in the number of positions. MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-25. Motion carried. 

D. 2011 Contract, James Grow, City Attorney 
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/ McLAUGHLIN to approve the contract with Jim Grow for city attorney for 2011.  Motion carried. 

E. 2011 Contract, Neil Cox, Public Defender 
Councilmember Lawrence said that committee has asked for additional information concerning the increased caseload. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/McLAUGHLIN to approve the contract with Neil Cox at the 2010 rate pending receipt of the caseload information. She said the requested increase would have required a budget amendment anyway.  Motion carried.

F. 2011 Contract, the Wesley 
Councilmember Lawrence reported that the contract with Wesley is unchanged from the previous year. We have requested additional information on his invoices which he has agreed to provide. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/WARREN to approve the contract with Wesley.  Motion carried. 

G.  Ordinance No. 1482, Spice & other Cannabinoids – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1482 was read by title.
