
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
January 11, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

Council also agreed to change the order of items under New Business, moving the Mutual Aid Agreements with Garfield County and Clearwater County and the Dispatch Agreement with Asotin County to the beginning of New Business.

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Don Brigham and Jennifer Ashby addressed the council and audience regarding the upcoming library levy lid lift.  They explained that the 1% property tax limit has reduced the levy to well below the legal maximum of $.50 per thousand. This levy would increase it back to that level and would be used for operating expenses. 
Don Brigham, representing Clearwater Paper, asked for council support of the mutual aid agreement.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A.  Ordinance No. 1460, Amend Zoning, Espresso Stands – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1460 was read by title.  MOTION BY NASH/McLAUGHLIN to adopt Ordinance No. 1460.  Motion carried.

B.  Ordinance No. 1465, Amend CMC 2.60, Exclusive Ambulance – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1465 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to adopt Ordinance No. 1465.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Mutual Aid Agreement, Clearwater Paper
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve the agreement with Clearwater Paper.  Councilmember Nash asked how many responses we have had in the past.  Chief Cooper said we have not responded to an incident at Clearwater Paper in the last 1 ½ years.  They have supplied a brush truck for the 4th of July fireworks.  Motion carried. 

B.  Mutual Aid Agreement, Garfield County
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve the agreement with Garfield County. Motion carried. 
C.  Dispatch Agreement with Asotin County
Chief Hastings explained that this is a contract renewal with Asotin County for dispatch services. The County contracts with Whitcom and that contract was recently negotiated.  The agreement has been reviewed by the city attorney.

Dan Hally, the E-911 coordinator, addressed the method of arriving at the cost. He explained that the original agreement with Whitcom, which was for five years, was at a very good price because of some grant opportunities that Asotin County could bring to the organization. This new agreement brings us to a cost sharing more comparable with other entities that contract with Whitcom. He said the County’s total call volume is about 29% while our share of the cost is about 20%, so we are still getting a pretty good deal. Clarkston’s share of the new contract amount is based on call volume. It results in an increase of about $67,000 for the City. There is a 3% annual increase built into the new five year agreement. Councilmember Nash asked if the county plans to bill the City retroactively for the months since the old agreement expired on June 30, 2009.  Hally said a decision has not been reached but he believes that the County will have to pay the new rate to Whitcom from July 1. 

MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the dispatch agreement with Asotin County. Motion carried.

Resolution No. 2010-01 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve Resolution No. 2010-01.  Motion carried.

N.  Street Closure Request, “Cruzin to Clarkston” Car Show 
MOTION BY WARREN/McLAUGHLIN to approve the request for closure of a portion of 6th Street on June 26 for the “Cruzin to Clarkston” Car Show.  Motion carried. 

O.  Authorize Purchase of IV Pump, Budget Amendment

Chief Cooper explained that the IV pump is needed for use in long distance transports.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to authorize purchase through a budget amendment of $3,300 from fund #102.  Motion carried. 

P. Appointment to Public Works Committee
MOTION BY NASH/LOMEN to appoint Larry Baumberger as a citizen at large representative to the Public Works Committee.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for January 11, 2010 of $307,939.77.  Motion carried.

Beadles reported that the City needs to open a bank account to handle deposits for the ambulance billing service at a bank that has branches in both Clarkston and Silverdale.  U.S. Bank offers a plan with no service fees.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to authorize the city clerk to open an account at U.S. Bank for ambulance billing transactions, using the same signers as on the City’s regular accounts. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Councilmember Warren reported that she spoke with MRSC regarding fencing for the Community Garden project.  Their opinion is that as long as the fence is on city property and remains city property there is no gifting issue.  There are still some issues with water supply to resolve. PWD Martin said that the health department advises against using effluent water for food crops. He said it may be possible to connect to the supply at the animal shelter and calculate the expense to the garden. He will have a recommendation for the next meeting.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Nash commented that he hopes the City can begin mending fences with our neighboring entities in the new year. 

Councilmember Warren referred to a letter the City received from Chief Hardin, Asotin County Fire District.  She said it appears that the Fire District isn’t willing to consider a mutual aid agreement with Clarkston until we can prove that we don’t need it. 

City Attorney Grow commented that we all have limited resources and will need each other at some point. We have to be willing to work together to build a cooperative environment. 

Councilmember Beadles said it seems that all the entities in the valley seem to be willing to work with everyone except Clarkston.
