
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
October 27, 2008
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, McLaughlin, Lomen, Baumberger, Brewer; Smith excused
Staff Present:  Clerk Storey, Chief Hastings, City Attorney Grow, Chief Cooper
AGENDA CHANGES:  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the minutes of the October 13, 2008 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Bernie McCabe addressed the council regarding anticipated revenue from the Wal Mart store currently under construction. McCabe commented that council will probably have many requests for using the new funds and said they have a responsibility to spend the money wisely. He suggested returning money to the low income citizens in some form of rebate before spending it on new programs or projects. 
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reported that the City we had our exit conference with the state auditor’s office. We had a clean audit with no findings or management letters. Mayor Engle thanked Clerk Storey and the rest of the staff. 
Mayor Engle announced that City of Lewiston has invited the council to attend a meeting on November 13 to discuss the ambulance contract. 

Mayor Engle announced that AWC will be sponsoring a meeting in Spokane on November 18. The topic is Open Public Meetings and Public Records. 

Mayor Engle asked the Public Safety Committee to review and recommend changes to the code that will be needed when we contract for animal control with Lewis-Clark Animal Shelter.
Mayor Engle said Jim Braddock has suggested that the city give an award to the Clarkston School District for their academic accomplishments. She asked Community Development to make a recommendation.
C.  From Staff
Clerk Storey said the library has asked that the City declare November 9 through 14 to be “Everybody Reads” week. Storey read a proclamation. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN authorizing the mayor to sign the proclamation. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. Ordinance No. 1437, Parking Regulations, 2nd Reading
Ordinance No. 1437 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/BREWER to approve Ordinance No. 1437. Councilmember Beadles commented that he sees a safety hazard when flatbed trailers are parked on the street without proper reflectors. Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/BREWER to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for October 27, 2008 of $166,172.11. Motion carried. 
Councilmember Beadles said that Chief Cooper has asked that the budget for a generator be moved into the 2009 budget due to timing constraints. 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT: 
Councilmember Warren said there are no items for action.  
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL:

Councilmember Baumberger said committee is reviewing staff request to remove licensing requirements for gas fitters. An ordinance to delete the licensing requirement will be placed on the next agenda.
FACILITY PLANNING:

Councilmember Baumberger distributed a report from Brotnov Architecture on the facility plans. Jerry Brotnov said the report is based on the assumption that the city will grow and potentially double within the next 20 years. Councilmember Brewer asked for the high points. Brotnov said the staff was pretty conservative in developing their requests, probably because they are so used to making do. In order to have all facilities co-located it would take a parcel of land at least two acres in size. He stressed that this is a working document and can be revised as needs change. The city would still need to develop a list of furniture and equipment needs. Chief Cooper commented that if a new fire/EMS facility were to be built location would be a very important factor. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Beadles commented that he is seeing some definite signs of a downturn in the construction industry and feels the 2009 budget should be conservative. 

Beadles commented that the request from City of Lewiston to seek some kind of reimbursement for uncollectible ambulance expense is rather useless. He said the City is not in the business of helping citizens with personal finance issues. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council adjourned to Executive Session at 7:27 to discuss property acquisition. Anticipated length of session is 30 minutes with no action resulting. 

Council returned to open session at 7:58.
