May 24, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the May 10, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried.

Mayor Engle said that she and Chief Cooper had planned to meet with the officials from Asotin and Asotin County Fire District to define what mutual aid would mean to the three entities. However, she was informed that council does not want her to participate in that process. She asked Councilmember Lawrence to head up those meetings.

C.  From Staff
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Jack McLaughlin, DADavidson, re: City Hall Bond Issue
Mr. McLaughlin addressed the council regarding the upcoming bond issue for the purchase of the new city hall building and the remodel of the existing building and the fire station. McLaughlin said the bonds were marketed that morning and explained how the pricing was arrived at. The overall interest rate came in at appx. 4.76%. McLaughlin said he feels we got a good rate in light of the current economic climate and the fact that the city does not have a bond rating. He went over the debt service schedule. The city will have payments of between $95,000 and $99,000 each year for the next twenty years. The bonds can be called anytime after ten years. 
B.  Ordinance No. 1471, Authorize Bond for City Hall – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1471 was ready by title. MOTION BY NASH/SMITH to adopt Ordinance No. 1471. Motion carried. 

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1472, Budget Amendment – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1472 was read by title. 
B.  Intergovernmental Agreement with Asotin County – Solid Waste Management Plan
PWD Martin explained that this is just an updated plan to continue with a program that has been in place for several years. MOTION BY SMITH/WARREN to authorize signing of the agreement. Motion carried. 
C.  Intergovernmental Agreement with Public Utility District #1 of Asotin County – GIS Mapping of Sewer System
PWD Martin explained that this is a joint project with the PUD for sewer system mapping. He said that Asotin County has agreed to map the manhole locations for $5,000 and the city’s share of the mapping project is $14,478. Martin asked for a budget amendment in the amount of $20,000 to cover the total cost of the project. MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to authorize a budget amendment of $20,000 from the sewer reserve fund to cover the cost of this project. Motion carried. 
D.  Bid Award – Phone System Expansion
Clerk Storey reported that two proposals were obtained for expanding the phone system to the new building. ITC, who installed the existing system bid $12,764.55 to expand the system to serve the new building. A proposal was also received from Fisher Systems that would require installing a total new system. Cost of that bid was $16,908.  Councilmember Lawrence said the Facilities Committee reviewed the proposals and recommend expanding the current system.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE/SMITH to award the bid to ITC to expand the phone system. Motion carried.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Nash reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY NASH/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for May 24, 2010 of $178,282.24. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Warren said that she and Councilmember McLaughlin are trading some outside committee assignments due to scheduling issues. Warren will serve on the Lodging Tax Advisory and Hells Canyon Visitor Bureau and McLaughlin will serve on Valley Vision. 

Councilmember Nash commented the City’s Relay for Life team has adopted the name “City of Hope”.  He would like to see the city maintain that name.
