
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
March 9, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, McLaughlin, Lomen, Baumberger, Smith, Nash
Staff Present:  Clerk Storey, Chief Hastings, City Attorney Richardson, Chief Cooper, PWD Martin
AGENDA CHANGES: Councilmember Warren added a report from Community Development Committee.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Mayor Engle made a correction to the minutes under the Ambulance Contingency Plan discussion. Her comment should read "that it is not feasible to operate a transport service just in Clarkston”. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to approve the minutes of the February 23, 2009 Regular Meeting as corrected.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:

City Attorney Todd Richardson reported that he has been working with MRSC on the off-site sales ordinance. It would apparently be the first ordinance of its type in the state. Richardson said MRSC questioned why the city wants to adopt this regulation. The information regarding home location of a business would be recorded on their business licensee application. Richardson said the ordinance will have to be carefully worded to stay in compliance with state statutes. He asked for direction from council. Richardson will meet with Admin Committee on the 24th.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2009-03, Accepting Port Drive
PWD Martin said the City agreed to take over Port Drive upon the completion of Wal-Mart. But some issues have come up during construction that would be easier dealt with if the City owned the street during the construction phase. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to adopt Resolution No. 2009-03. Councilmember Baumberger asked what the right of way width is. According to the legal description and quit claim the right of way is 60 feet. Motion carried.

B.  Discussion – Purchase of Transport Vehicles
Councilmember Baumberger said that Public Safety has asked Chief Cooper to present some options for the purchase of ambulances. Cooper said there are several options for financing, including the State’s LOCAL program which the city has used in the past. There are also private companies that offer lease/purchase financing options. In addition, the City has about $130,000 in the EMS vehicle replacement fund. Chief Cooper distributed information on used vehicles that are available. He prepared the contingency plan using a vehicle cost of $70,000. He said he would recommend a Type 1 or Type 2 vehicle that is low mileage and newer. Councilmember Baumberger about the cost of a demo vehicle. Cooper said they run between $111,000 and $130,000. 
Councilmember Beadles asked about the current rescue vehicles. Chief Cooper said it would depend on whether we partner with other entities to provide service. They might be used for first response in the outlying areas or one might be used for an extrication unit. 

MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/WARREN directing Chief Cooper to prepare a recommendation for the purchase of two transport vehicles for Public Safety and Council review.  Baumberger stressed that he is not recommending purchasing anything at this time. MOTION AMENDED to price three units instead of two. Motion to amend carried. Motion carried as amended.

Baumberger said committee also discussed the acquisition of an ambulance license. Council consensus was to bring the request forward to EMS Council.

C. Arbor Day Proclamation  
The proclamation was read by Clerk Storey. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH authorizing the mayor to sign the proclamation. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for March 9, 2009 of $334,842.80. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
No report. 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Councilmember Warren said the committee has discussed the Cable ONE franchise. The committee recommends that Admin Committee negotiate a six-month extension to the current franchise agreement to allow time to meet the needs assessment and other requirements prior to renewing. Committee also recommends contacting an attorney who specializes in cable franchise agreements for assistance. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Beadles said he would like to see Asotin County rescind their suggestion to place a Lewiston ambulance at the Fire District facility and work with the city to provide service. Mayor Engle commented that she doesn’t believe the request was a firm offer, only an idea that was floated. 
Councilmember Warren commented that the amount Lewiston is asking for ambulance service is just $11,000 less than the City is contributing to the aquatic center.
