
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
April 27, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the April 13, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Barb Hilty, president of the Asotin County Parks & Rec Board, informed the council that there will be Volunteer Days at the aquatic center on May 2nd and May 16th. A free pass will be given for every two hours worked.  

Chief Cooper reported that Garfield County lost a vehicle to fire and has made a request to borrow one from the City until it can be replaced. Cooper proposed loaning the vehicle that is used to pull the rescue boats. His pickup would be used for the boats in the interim. Cooper said a written agreement would be put in place prior to the loan. MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to authorize the loan with a written agreement in place. Motion carried

Ordinance No. 1453 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Ordinance No. 1453. Motion carried

A. Ordinance No. 1454, CableONE, Inc. Franchise, 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1454 was read by title. 

B. Resolution No. 2009-04, Interfund Loan, EMS
MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2009-04. Motion carried. Ordinance No. 1453, Amend 2009 Budget – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1453 was read by title. 
C. Proclamation – Business Appreciation Month
Clerk Storey read a proclamation designating May as Business Appreciation month. MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH authorizing the mayor to sign the proclamation. Motion carried. 
D. Proclamation – 2010 Census Partner 
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES authorizing the mayor to sign the proclamation. Motion carried. 
E. Poe Asphalt Request to Close 14th Street on May 2nd.
PWD Martin explained that Poe Asphalt is having a kid’s day where children are allowed to “drive” heavy equipment. The event is a fund raiser for the Boys and Girls Club. They have requested closure of 14th Street between Fair and Port for the event. MOTION BY BEADLES/BAUMBERGER to approve the request. Motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for April 27, 2009, of $209,339.07. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE:

Councilmember McLaughlin said committee will discuss the off-site sales regulations at the next meeting. 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Warren reported that Susan Beaurain met with the committee to give a status report on the aquatic center. Beaurain said revenues are on target except for concessions. 


The committee is recommending that the Admin Committee work with Michele Bly of Progressive Engineering to development an agreement for her to assist the city in obtaining grant funds.


Committee is exploring the idea of creating a community garden.

PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Baumberger distributed a recap of the last two ambulance meetings. He has also distributed a copy of a proposal that Lewiston will be making at the next meeting on Wednesday. Chief Cooper SAID THAT THERE ARE STILL MANY QUESTIONS THAT NEED TO BE ADDRESSED. He said he spoke with one of the county commissioners who wants to know how Clarkston could deliver services and at what cost. 
Mayor Engle said there appears to be more openness and willingness to work out a solution. She said that both proposals she has seen recently have some possibilities. Councilmember McLaughlin asked if no agreement is reached will Lewiston continue to provide ambulance service. Chief Cooper said he has contacted the state for an answer to that question, but the person he needs to speak with is out until Tuesday afternoon. McLaughlin said it is important to make a decision based on what is best for Clarkston’s citizens, not on Lewiston’s budget constraints.  Councilmember Beadles said it looks to him like Lewiston needs Clarkston’s revenue and Clarkston needs Lewiston’s service. Beadles said he believes there is documentation somewhere that states Lewiston’s shortfall is only about $80,000.  Baumberger said he hasn’t seen any negotiations that have been productive. Mayor Engle replied that she thinks things are moving forward and Baumberger asked if she has been having discussions the council doesn’t know about. Mayor Engle said she has heard of two proposals, one to put a Lewiston ambulance in the Heights and one in Clarkston and another idea to do the same but using Clarkston personnel. Baumberger said he isn’t aware of anything using Clarkston personnel. Mayor Engle asked council to keep an open mind during the next negotiation session. 

PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Nash said the committee would like to see money appropriated for planting flowers. MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to amend the budget to allow $500 for plants and flowers in the parks. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash said he had a citizen inquiry regarding traffic on 13th Street, in particular the 4-way stops and visibility at 13th & Chestnut. He suggested we should look at additional traffic signals. Mayor Engle commented that traffic signals are very expensive. PWD Martin said there are traffic studies planned for 13th Street in the near future.
