REGULAR BUSINESS:
A. Introduction of New Member
George Nash was introduced as a new member of the Planning Commission. He was appointed by the city council to fill a vacant position that will expire September 2010.
B. Downtown Commercial Zone Definition
The Commission agreed that the definition of DC is accurate. No changes were suggested. Expansion of the DC Zone was discussed. Members were not in favor of expanding the zone at this time. They feel there are enough available buildings to meet the current needs of the city. 

C.  Uses Allowed in DC Zone 
Discussion of the uses allowed within the matrix revealed no great desire to make changes. Second story apartments were discussed. These are allowed now and there are some in existence. It seems a good fit with the intent of the zone. Discussion of limiting the density in some way. No concrete suggestions made. 
D.  Wrap Up of DC Discussion
Murray brought up the idea of expanding the zone to include the Quality Behavioral Health location. Since they are allowed to continue as a non-conforming use the commission was not in favor of expanding the zone. Also discussed expanding in other directions such as south on 6th Street or to the east or west. Merrill commented that expanding to the west makes the most sense since there is parking available, but there was no interest in expanding at this time.
