MOTION BY McCROSKEY/MOSER to approve minutes of the January 18, 2010 meeting. Motion carried.  
REGULAR BUSINESS:

A.  Comprehensive Plan Update, Discussion of Port District 

Wanda Keefer, Port Manger, addressed the commission regarding the Port’s Waterfront Master Plan. Keefer said that most Port leases are long term, up to 40 years, so it is important to look at the future impacts of any lease and the use of the property. The Waterfront Master Plan looks at the highest and best use of the waterfront area. The Port does not feel that heavy industrial uses are a good fit with the waterfront property. Currently the property from 13th west to 15th is zoned Heavy Industrial and the property east of 13th is zoned Port Commercial. Keefer said the Port is in the process of trying to develop a new industrial park in an area near the landfill which would allow them to keep heavy industrial uses away from the river. 


Keefer said that the City’s decisions on the Comprehensive Plan and zoning will impact the uses.  She urged the Commission to carefully consider what would be the best use of that area and plan accordingly. 


Murray commented that an industrial zone is needed, but maybe the definition of industrial should be reviewed and changes considered.   

COMMUNICATIONS:


Planning Commission: 
Murray said that in regard to windmills, in Lewiston, they relied on height restrictions.  It ws determined that there really isn’t enough wind in the valley to make them useful.  A windmill would have to be about 60 feet high to be of any use. He said that Clearwater Power is planning to put a demonstration windmill and their goal is to prove that they are not cost effective.
