	A.  Zone Change Application, 414, 418, 422 13th Street 
	PW Director Martin explained that the city has received a zone change application for properties that were changed from R-3 to SC two or three years ago.  The plans for the property have not come to fruition and now the current owner wants to change it back to residential.  The owner is in the process of remodeling existing houses on the property, with a warning from the building department that there is no guarantee the zone change will be granted.  
	Martin asked the commission to set a date for a public hearing on the application.  The hearing is set for March 21.

	Zoning Impact Areas Map – Discussion
	  Martin presented a map he has prepared based on direction the commission has given regarding the comprehensive plan. The map includes areas that have been determined to be transitional in use.  
	A public hearing will be held on adoption of the map as a new Comprehensive Plan Map on March 21.

	Gilbertson asked what is left to do on the Comp Plan update.  Martin said the entire book needs to be gone through and updated.  Meetings should be scheduled to work on sections of the document. Staff will search for comprehensive plans of similar sized cities to use for a model.
