	Mayor Warren reminded council that committees should actually make a verbal report of the committee meetings, not just refer to the minutes.
. 	Finance Committee:
	Councilmember Provost reported that all bills have been audited and approved. MOTION BY PROVOST/NASH to authorize payment of the bills, total expenditures for March 31, 2012 of $230.00 and April 9, 2012 of $378,932.97.  Motion carried.

	Public Safety:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that committee discussed the roofing problems with the Public Safety building and the fire hydrant proposal. 

	Public Works Committee:
	Councilmember Nash reported that committee discussed the proposed changes in the Sixth Street lighting project, an agreement for a roofing expert to review the Public Safety Building and the addition of fire hydrants in conjunction with a PUD water project.

	Community Development:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that committee is planning for the entry improvements at the south end of 5th Street. The owners of the adjoining property met with committee and discussed some ideas. The owners plan to make some improvements to their garage. The city will be installing river rock, a new sign and some basalt columns. 

	Stormwater Management Team:
	Councilmember Nash reported that storm drain markers are being obtained. Education will be available at the Asotin County Fair and Alive after Five events. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1502, Extend Moratorium on Collective Medical Cannabis Gardens, 2nd Reading for Action 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ordinance No. 1502 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/PROVOST to adopt Ordinance No. 1502. Provost asked Chief Hastings for an overview. Hastings said he has expressed public safety concerns.  Hastings said larger scale grows would not be compatible with residential areas and schools. There are also legal questions that are still unanswered before the city can move forward with adopting regulation. The moratorium will give the city time to continue research into the legal issues. Motion carried. 

B. Ordinance No. 1503, Authorizing Loan Agreement with Dept. of Ecology, 2nd Reading for Action 
Ordinance No. 1503 was read by title. MOTION BY NASH/SMITH to adopt Ordinance No. 1503.  Motion carried.

C. Council Subcommittee Assignments
Councilmember Nash moved from Finance to Admin. Blackmon will be on Finance. Admin meeting moved to 2nd & 4th Mon at 9:00 a.m. Nash agreed to serve on Community Development if the meeting time can be adjusted.  Mayor Warren will represent the council on the MPO. Smith will represent the city on Valley Vision. Smith will represent the council on the Hells Canyon Visitor Bureau board and the City Lodging Tax Committee. 

D. Authorize Bid Process with PUD for Fire Hydrants
Councilmember Beadles reported that the PUD plans to include the hydrant portion in their bid for the water line project. He said that it is being planned in three phases and they probably won’t all be done this year. Sales tax was not included in the engineer’s estimates, so that brings the total estimate to $35,300. Chief Cooper added that this is the ideal time to add the hydrants since the street will already be opened for the water project.  The existing hydrants in these areas do not meet fire code or city code for distance spacing. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to authorize the $35,300 from the Capital Improvement Fund for the hydrant project. Motion carried. 
		
NEW BUSINESS:
A.    Authorize Letter of Engagement, Wetherholt & Associates 
MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize the letter of engagement with Wetherholt. Clerk Storey explained that Wetherholt is an expert consultant who will be retained to inspect the roof installation on the Public Safety building. Motion carried. 

B. Change Order Approval – Sixth Street Lighting
PWD Martin reported that the Sixth Street Lighting Project has been started. The City has obtained additional funding for the project.  Martin said some other issues have been identified. Sidewalk improvements are needed to eliminate tripping hazards and to level portions that needs to happen to complete the project.  Sidewalk improvements are anticipated to cost about $13,000. The contractor has proposed a change to the existing cobra light bases by removing the concrete around them and replacing it. The changes would allow the sidewalk to be blended better. Cost for this change is estimated at $8,800.  Both items will be covered by grant funds. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize the two requested change orders and authorize Martin to make decisions on other change orders up to $5,000. Motion carried. 



COUNCIL COMMENTS:
	Councilmember Beadles commented that a neighbor commented that the city takes good care of its employees and he appreciates that.
