APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

MOTION BY MCCROSKEY/MERRILL approve minutes of the March 16, 2009 meeting. Motion carried.  
REGULAR BUSINESS:
A. Expansion of Medical Commercial Zone
Chair Murray said that last meeting there was a motion to expand the Medical Commercial zone in the Comp Plan to encompass property east from the current border to 10th Street using the boundary line of the Boyd/Noble Trust and Evergreen Estates as the south zone line. That motion was not voted on. Motion to recommend that expansion was voted on and carried.   
B. Espresso Stands
Murray said he found some examples of espresso stand language on some other city websites. Members were provided copies from Walla Walla County, Yakima and Spokane. These examples addressed building code issues more than zoning issues. 
Murray commented that the commission needs to consider whether and where to allow espresso stands in residential zones. They could be limited to high traffic arterial street locations. 

PWD Martin commented that the city needs to adopt a definition and general regulations.

Murray expressed concern with allowing them in residential areas. There was discussion on the pros and cons of allowing them in residential zones and along arterial streets. The definition could limit a stand to the sale of coffee and snacks with no inside seating.

Wanda Keefer gave a presentation on the Water Front Master Plan that the Port is working on. The planning area takes in everything north of Bridge Street. An area for experiential business should be included. That would be things like the winery and brewery.  Wanda will keep the Commission updated on progress.
