PUBLIC HEARINGS:
REGULAR BUSINESS: 
A. Zoning Regulations related to Marijuana Initiative I-502 - Discussion
PWD Martin introduced the topic. He said that Chief Hastings will be attending a police chief’s conference soon and one of the main topics for discussion there will be the marijuana issue.  There are three facets to the new law that will need to be considered; growing, processing and retailing. There are also definitions that need to be clarified, such as what comprises a “transit center” before the distance rules can be applied. Storey said that the drug task force will do some mapping that will show where those boundaries are which will define where activities might be located. It was agreed that there is still too much information needed to make any decisions.  MOTION BY MCCROSKEY/GILBERTSON to wait for mapping and additional regulations from the state before taking any action. Motion carried
