Staff:    Jim Martin, 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

MOTION BY MERRILL/MOSER approve minutes of the April 20, 2009 meeting. Motion carried.  
REGULAR BUSINESS:
A. Espresso Stands – Discussion of Inclusion in Zoning – Definition, Where allowed, Requirements
PWD Martin said he like the information that Murray included in the packet. It suggests that anything over 400 sq. ft. would have to be on a permanent foundation and not to exceed 600 sq. ft. on a foundation. Martin said no seating should be allowed or it becomes a restaurant. Gilbertson asked about an outside picnic table. Martin said his concern is that if there are any tables, it will require parking spaces. Consensus is to allow one picnic table or a maximum of seating for four persons. 
Discussed number of cars that can stack at drive thru window. It was suggested that wording requires that cars not stack in public right of way. 

Murray’s proposal says access must be from an arterial street or highway. Murray commented that he doesn’t want to see stands allowed in the front yard of a residence. Agreed to permit outright in commercial zones and as a conditional use in residential zones. 

Gilbertson asked if minimum lot size would apply. Martin said if we deal with access, stacking and other requirements, one shouldn’t be able to be placed on a small lot. 

Martin said he will prepare a proposed ordinance for review. 

B. Discuss Training Topics
Murray said he is interested in learning about annexation, Local Planning and Open Public Meetings Act for his top three choices. Murray commented that the CTED Short Course training was very good, but some of the members have attended it. Annexation was the first choice of the members. 
Dan Cease urged the commission to take advantage of growth management training if it is available. Murray explained that Asotin County opted out of growth management planning so we don’t follow those regulations.
COMMUNICATIONS:


Staff:
PWD Martin reported that Mark Heuett sent an email asking to postpone his zone change application until other property owners in the vicinity can decide if they want to also participate. 

Martin reported that he has had contact from Northwest Specialty Meats, a meat market located on Bridge Street. The business now has to transport animals 2 ½ hours away to have it slaughtered in front of a federal inspector. He is proposing that the animals be slaughtered on his premises. It would probably include 8-10 animals one time per week. He proposes an inside holding pen and all work would be done in an enclosed area. Martin said the zoning matrix does not specifically address the slaughter of animals. Moser asked why the federal inspector doesn’t just come and attend the slaughter at a mobile slaughter facility.  The federal inspection is apparently because the meat is to be sold commercially. 
Martin will get additional information for the next meeting.
