PUBLIC HEARING:

Espresso Stand Regulations

Murray opened the public hearing at 5:35 p.m.  PWD Martin introduced proposed Ordinance No. 1462, which would establish regulations for the placement of espresso stands within the city. Martin said there are a couple of changes from the last Planning Commission meeting.  Martin said that the original proposal which had a category for stands under 400 sq. ft. and for those up to 600 sq. ft.  Martin said that once you go over 400 sq. ft. it becomes almost large enough for a restaurant with inside seating, so the size was limited to 400 sq. ft. A maximum of four outdoor seats will be allowed. Parking was assigned at two spaces to allow for employees. A section was added that will restrict location from any required “yard” or landscape area. Martin also suggested clarifying the language in 17.10.055(5) regarding permission to use offsite restrooms. The last line would read “Written permission to use the restrooms must be provided in the case where a restroom is provided by other than the espresso stand owner”. 

Murray asked for public comment. There was none. The public hearing was closed at 5:45 p.m.


MOTION BY MURRAY/GILBERTSON to recommend forwarding to the city council for approval.  Martin also pointed out that the matrix will authorize the placement in all commercial zones except for Heavy Industrial.  Motion carried.
