APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

MOTION BY MERRILL/GILBERTSON to approve minutes of the August 17, 2009 meeting. Motion carried.  
REGULAR BUSINESS:

Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map

Discussion of the boundary for Medical Commercial zone. Consensus is to place it at the west side of 10th Street. PWD Martin suggested considering extending the boundary to include the North side of Highland also, all the way to 10th Street. The South side would follow the city limits boundary.

Port and  Industrial

The current Port Commercial zone is bordered on the west by 13th Street and on the South to Fair Street, excluding the Housing Authority property.  Martin said there may be changes requested as the waterfront master plan is developed. 

Arvid Lyons, manager of the Lewis Clark Grain Terminal, said they still use the terminal for grain storage depending on production levels. He said he has not had any input into the waterfront master plan regarding the terminals needs and uses. He is concerned with the plan and the direction the Port may want to go. Martin said the grain terminal is not in the industrial zone and believes it may actually be in the county. 

Murray said it should be determined if there is enough industrial land designated. Moser said he sees the industrial area shrinking in the future, especially if the Port develops a new industrial area.  The Port will be invited to a meeting to discuss needs. 

Creating Land Use Map

Murray offered to take a blank map and color in the proposed changes.  Martin said he will check the status of GIS mapping through the MPO and the Stormwater planning process.
