	Discuss moving Committee Reports
	Councilmember Lawrence reported that Admin Committee recommends that committee reports be moved to before Unfinished Business on the agenda. Reports should be short and discussion of topics would not take place during this time. Council agreed to that change.

PWD Martin reported that the Stormwater committee has not yet completed and submitted a Stormwater Operations and Management Manual.  Martin said that there are some grant funds available that could be used to hire a consultant to complete that plan. Estimated cost is $50,000 to complete the plan. MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to support the use of stormwater grant funds to contract with a consultant to complete an O & M manual. Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
. 	Finance Committee:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize payment of the bills, total expenditures for October 24, 2011 of $269,881.05.  Motion carried.

	Public Works Committee:
	Councilmember Nash reported that committee is investigating the possibility of obtaining a building from the Port for the hydroflusher at a good price.  

	Admin Committee: 
	Councilmember Lawrence reported that committee has been working with the Port and with NoaNet to complete franchise agreements for broadband.  
	Lawrence said committee would like to see any recommendation for a budget amendment should include a source of funding for the expenditure.  Beadles added that committee would prefer that information be presented at least one meeting prior to action being expected. 
	Nash asked when reports for other outside committees should be listed on the agenda. 
	Mayor Engle said she appreciates having verbal committee reports at council so the council and the public can be better informed.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1492, Franchise with Port of Clarkston for Fiber-optic – 2nd Reading
Ordinance No. 1492 was read by title.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1492.  Motion carried.
		                     	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Fire Prevention Puppet Show Demo
Members of the Fire Department put on the puppet show they share with second grade children for Fire Prevention Week.  Rolin Heytvelt said Firefighter Frank and the puppet show have been used at the department since 1991.  

B. Ordinance  No. 1490, Amend CMC 2.10, Code Enforcement Officer – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1490 was read by title.  Councilmember McLaughlin said that the ordinance passed through Community Development Committee. The intent is to give the code enforcement officer more options to deal with issues. 

C. Ordinance No. 1491, Amend CMC 10.56, Abatement of Nuisances – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1491 was read by title. 

D. Ordinance No. 1493, Franchise with NoaNet for Fiber-optic – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1493 was read by title. Councilmember Lawrence reminded council that NoaNet gave a presentation several months ago. This will bring broadband to the hospital, library and schools. 

E. Systems Design Contract for Ambulance Billing 
Councilmember Lawrence reported that this is a renewal of the existing contract.  There are no changes to the agreement. Chief Cooper said the process is working well.  MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to approve the contract.  Motion carried. 

F. Authorize Victim-Witness Coordinator Grant Application 
Councilmember Warren reported that this is an annual grant that pays salary for the city’s victim/witness coordinator.  Chief Hastings said that the required match is from in-kind contribution.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the grant application. Motion carried.

G. Authorize Emphasis Patrol Grant Application 
Councilmember Warren reported the city applies for this grant funding every year.  It covers overtime for officers to do emphasis patrols for DUI and seatbelts.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the grant application.

H. IWORQ Public Works Management System 
PWD Martin said he would like to withdraw the request for funding this program until budget issues are resolved.
 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:	 
	Councilmember Nash reported that there was recently a stormwater management meeting.  Budget discussions are being held. 

MEDIA QUESTIONS:
	Ron Marasco asked if the city already has a code enforcement officer.  He clarified that the new ordinances will give him more authority to deal with nuisance and abatement issues.
