


CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
December 13, 2010

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.
ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, Lomen, McLaughlin; Lawrence, Nash and Smith excused
Staff Present:  City Attorney Grow, City Clerk Storey, Chief Hastings, Chief Cooper, PWD Martin

AGENDA CHANGES:  
	Councilmember Warren added a Public Safety Committee report; Councilmember McLaughlin added Community Development Committee; Added Resolution 2010-23 and Resolution No. 2010-26 to New Business.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the minutes of the November 16, 2010 Budget Workshop, November 22, 2010 regular meeting and December 6, 2010 Special Meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:

PW Martin reported that the repair of the sanitation roll-off truck is more extensive than originally anticipated and will cost an additional $2,000. He requested the amount be added to the budget amendment. 

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
A. Public Hearing on Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan, 2011-2016
The Public Hearing was opened at 7:06 p.m.  PWD Martin gave a recap of the Six Year Plan.  There was no public comment. The hearing was closed at 7:09.
B.  Public Hearing on Stormwater Construction Permit Fees
Mayor Engle opened the Public Hearing at 7:10 p.m. PWD Martin explained that the fees are authorized in the Stormwater Construction Permit Ordinance. The fees were developed and recommended by the management team and will be the same for all three entities. They are intended to cover the costs of administration and inspection.  A project less than 5,000 sq. ft. will not require a permit, so most residential construction will fall into that category. Permit fees range from $225 to $1,800.  There was no public comment. The hearing was closed at 7:14 p.m. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1478, Sewer Rates – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1478 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1478.  Motion carried. 

B.  Ordinance No. 1479, Sanitation Rates – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1479 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1479.  Motion carried. 
                   	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Asotin County Health District - Proclamation
Darlene Gentry gave a brief explanation of the Healthy Communities Washington Initiative and asked the council to support the Healthy Community Initiative.  A Proclamation was read.  MOTION BY McLaughlin/Warren to authorize signature on the proclamation.  Motion carried. 

B. Ordinance No. 1489, 2010 Budget Amendment – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1480 was read by title. Clerk Storey said the amount will be adjusted to add $2,000 to the vehicle repair line in the sanitation fund. 

C. Ordinance No. 1481, 2011 Budget – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1481 was read by title. 

D. Resolution No. 2010-20, Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan, 2011-2016 
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-20. Motion carried. 

E. Resolution No. 2010-21, Emergency Purchase, Sanitation Truck
MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2010-21.  PWD Martin said he has confirmed with both Municipal Research and the State Auditor’s office that the inability to provide an essential service does constitute an emergency. Motion carried.

F.  Resolution No. 2010-22, Stormwater Construction Permit Fees 
MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2010-22. Beadles commented that these fees appear to be very reasonable compared to those charged in other entities. Motion carried. 

G.  Clarkston Free Parking – Discussion
PWD Martin said he is seeking guidance from the council on where they want to go with Clarkston Free Parking’s proposal top transfer ownership of the downtown parking lots to the City. City Attorney Grow stated his concerns, which include taking the property off the tax rolls, the city assuming liability for the lots, fairness to other business owners who have to provide their own parking and the potential lack of recourse if the organization did not properly maintain the lots. Councilmember Beadles commented that the CFP wants a very long term lease and he was not willing to lock future councils into a long term lease. Councilmember McLaughlin commented that it is good for the city to promote local business. No consensus was reached. Mayor Engle suggested the discussion be continued at a later meeting.

H. Contract for Asbestos Survey, Blue Mountain Environmental
PWD Martin said this agreement is to assess the extent of asbestos in the fire station, police station and old city hall prior to construction. The cost of the survey is $3,096.  Actual abatement will be a separate contract with a contractor. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to authorize the agreement with Blue Mountain. Motion carried. 

I.  Resolution No. 2010-26, Adopt 5-Year Financial Plan WWTP
MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve Resolution No. 2010-26.  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 2010-23 was read by title.  MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-23. Motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for November 30, 2010 of 5,523.27 and for December 13, 2010 of $485,113.39. Motion carried. 

PUBLIC SAFETY:
	Councilmember Warren reported that an agreement to participate in a regional emergency services study will be on the agenda for the next meeting. Councilmember Beadles commented that three councilmembers and Chief Cooper have been attending the meetings where the plans have been developed. He said the group is working cooperatively together.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT:
	Councilmember McLaughlin said that the Port manager presented information to committee regarding fiber optics. More information will be coming. 
	
COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Beadles commented on Asotin County Commissioner Mattoon’s comments in the newspaper regarding the city’s stormwater utility. Mattoon said that if the stormwater utility fails the city will have to look elsewhere for funding the program. Beadles commented that the most likely places to save a significant amount of money are the aquatic center contribution and staffing. 
Councilmember Warren read a statement regarding how the stormwater issue has created divisiveness among the council. Accusations have been about the council as a whole and also about her individually. Warren said she had many of the same financial concerns as other residents of Clarkston comments and she does care about the citizens. She suggested if councilmembers or others have a detailed plan of how stormwater mandates can be accomplished in a better way they should bring that plan forward. She urged the council to work together and end the conflict. 
Councilmember Beadles said he thinks we should get a year under our belts with the existing plan and then evaluate.

	Kevin Gaboury, Tribune, asked for an explanation of why the garbage truck is an emergency and where the funding comes from. PWD Martin explained that the funds are in this year’s budget.
