APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

B.  From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reminded everyone that the Census will be starting soon. She stated the importance of an accurate census and urged everyone to complete their form and cooperate with census takers.

Clerk Storey announced that there will be census staff person who will be at City Hall part time from mid-March until mid-April to assist people with completing their census questionnaires. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Authorize Grant Application – Night Seatbelt Compliance Patrol

Councilmember Warrant reported that this is a repeat of a grant that the city has received several times previously. It provides for overtime to emphasize seatbelt safety.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve the grant application. Motion carried. 
B.  Authorize Grant Application – Slow Down or Pay Up

Councilmember Warren explained this grant also provides overtime reimbursement for speed emphasis patrols.  MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to authorize the grant application. Motion carried. 

C.  Budget Request, Sycamore Drainage 

PWD Martin explained that there is $25,000 in the budget currently for this project, but estimates are indicating that the project is going to come closer to costing $35,000.  He asked for a budget amendment for an additional $10,000 which would allow 250 feet of curb, gutter and sidewalk plus two 1,000 gallon drywells. This will protect five properties from runoff during rain storms. 

MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to authorize a budget amendment from the Street Fund for $10,000.  Motion carried. 
D.  Ordinance No. 1468, Budget Amendment – 1st Reading


Ordinance No. 1468 was read by title.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for February 22, 2010 of $207,766.13.  Motion carried.

Councilmember Beadles reported that the committee had discussed the Asotin County Commissioners request for additional funding for the aquatic center. The recommendation is to leave the contribution at $160,000 and possibly review it later in the year.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash said that on February 8 a woman was rescued from a burning home by two passersby. Although the woman ultimately passed away, Nash pointed out that this willingness to help demonstrated by these individuals is the spirit of mutual aid.  The individuals wish to remain anonymous.
Councilmember Smith said that he would like to serve on the Admin/Intergovernmental Committee. 

MEDIA QUESTIONS:

Stephanie Smith, KLEW TV, asked if a meeting has been scheduled with Lewiston to discuss mutual aid. Mayor Engle said nothing is scheduled yet.
