B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle recommended that change orders for the Public Safety Remodel be approved, up to $5,000, by Chief Cooper and Chief Hastings. Councilmember McLaughlin suggested there be a limit to the number of change orders. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize Chief Hastings and Chief Cooper to approve change orders up to $5,000. Motion carried. 
C. From Staff

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Appoint Voting Delegate for AWC Conference 
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to authorize Warren and McLaughlin as voting delegates for the annual AWC meeting. Motion carried. 

B. Corp Patrol Contract Renewal
Chief Hastings explained that this is basically the same agreement with the Corp of Engineers to provide security along the green belt.  Wage rates have increased. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve the contract. Motion carried. 

C. Proclamation, Public Works Week	
The proclamation was read by PWD Martin. MOTION BY NASH/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the mayor’s signature on the proclamation. Motion carried. Mayor Engle stated her appreciation for the work the public works employees perform.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for April 30, 2011 of 570.00 and for May 9, 2011, total expenditures of $404,619.89. Motion carried. 

ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL:
	Councilmember Lawrence said committee discussed stormwater. She said there is a need for a fee to fund the program. They would propose a compromise on the fee, placing it between the $2.00 and $5.00 original rate. They would propose the fee sunset at the end of 2012. She said the City needs to stay in compliance while they search for solutions. Some of the funds would be used to hire a professional stormwater engineer to consult with and study the feasibility of any redesign of the stormwater system.   There are no cost estimates for an engineer yet.
	McLaughlin asked if council was going to work within the current committees instead of forming a new committee.  Mayor Engle said the stormwater discussion would stay in Admin Committee.


COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Lawrence reported she was sorry to read the memo from Tina Davidson saying she was resigning from Community Development Committee. She said she spoke with Tina and thanked her for her contributions. Councilmember McLaughlin said the matter wasn’t settled yet and Lawrence’s comments were inappropriate.
	Councilmember Nash said he working with the management team to get citizen representation on the team.
