APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the minutes of the July25, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public 
Justin & Cindy Zeliff, 1221 10th St, addressed the council regarding a fence they installed. Justin Zeliff said he called the city and asked if they could install a six-foot fence and if they needed a permit.  Zeliff said he is pretty sure he called the city, not the county, and was told that a permit was not required and a six foot would be okay.  Zeliff said he received a phone call from Jim Braddock about the fence height and location that he feels was rude. Zeliff said it was not their intent to try and circumvent the regulations.  He said their dog would jump a 4-foot fence and they are concerned with the safety of their children if they play in the front yard. Zeliff asked that they be allowed to install the six foot fence. 
Mayor Engle said there is not a provision to make an exception.  Zeliff said they have noted several properties that have six-foot fences that appear to be in violation of the ordinances and provided a list of those properties. Mayor Engle said staff will investigate.

PWD Martin said he prepared a memo about the exterior camera system that was accidentally omitted from the order when the new hydroflusher was ordered. Martin has contacted the vendor and the camera can be installed. The vehicle would have to be taken to Portland to have the camera installed.  Cost, with installation, would be $3,743. Martin also informed the council that this new piece of equipment will not fit in the storage building that houses the old hydroflusher and they are looking at solutions for that problem. MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to authorize the purchase and installation of the cameras.  Motion carried. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1487, Amend CMC 14.06, Sewer Collection & Disposal Charges – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1487 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to adopt Ordinance No. 1487.  Motion carried; 6-1, Smith opposed. 
		                     	
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1488, Council & Mayor Salaries – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1488 was read by title. 

B.  Resolution No. 2011-08, 2012 EMS Levy
Resolution No. 2011-08 was read by title.  Councilmember Warren said Chief Cooper worked hard to keep the budget cost down.  This resolution sets the levy at $486,834 for a cost per thousand of approximately of $1.27.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to approve Resolution No. 2011-08.
Councilmember Lawrence said she would like to see the levy increased to cover more of the actual cost of the service.  She acknowledged that Chief Cooper works hard to control costs, but said that many calls are public service with no billing going out.  Lawrence suggested the levy budget be increased to $498,000 which would be approximately $1.2940 per thousand.
Councilmember McLaughlin expressed concern that if the levy is increased it may not pass the voters. 
MOTION BY LAWRENCE to amend the resolution to increase the levy amount to $498,000, appx. $1.2940 per thousand. There was no second to the motion.  Beadles said we need to figure out how to control expenses and live within our budget. 
Motion carried; 6-1, Lawrence opposed. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for August 8, 2011 of $417,574.96.  Motion carried. 
	Beadles said committee discussed the 2012 budget. He said the committee feels that with the current economic conditions the city is going to have to hold expenditures.	

COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Lawrence said if the committee is concerned with expenses, she doesn’t understand why council feels the time is right to increase council salaries. Beadles said the pay has not increased in 20 years and he hoped that more pay might bring more people out to serve.  
			
MEDIA QUESTIONS:
	Ron Marasko asked for an explanation of the EMS levy.  Councilmember Lawrence explained the levy and the amount that will be placed on the ballot in November.
