AGENDA CHANGES:
	Councilmember Lawrence requested addition of the Keller contract under New Business.  Councilmember Warren said that Michelle Peters would like to move her presentation to the next meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
	MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the October 24 meeting.  Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Sherri Duthie, 1249 7th Street, questioned the minutes from the last meeting regarding the completion of the stormwater plan.  PWD Martin explained that it is a manpower problem and a consultant will be hired to assist.  Duthie asked about the $50,000 anticipated for the project.  Martin said the cost will be covered by an existing grant and it appears the actual cost will be only about $25,000.
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reported that there will be an executive session at 8:00 and council will break at that time.  The audience will be allowed to stay and council will move to a different room. 
C. From Staff
PWD Martin reported he has a bid for the construction of the storage shop for the hydroflusher. The low bid is from Mike’s Pole Buildings for $34,665. He asked for permission to enter into a contract with just the building contractor at this time. Anticipated start time is two weeks from signing. 
MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to move forward with the bid from Mike’s Pole Buildings.  Councilmember Smith asked if the money is coming from the Sewer Fund.  Martin said the council previously approved utilizing funds from the equipment repair line item.  Motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
. 	Finance Committee:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to authorize payment of the bills, total expenditures for November 14, 2011 of $514,005.14.  Motion carried.
	Mayor Engle asked if committee discussed budget workshops.  Beadles said he would like to see a workshop this week. A workshop was set for November 16 at 5:30 p.m.

	Public Safety Committee:
	Councilmember Warren reported that committee discussed an email from Dan Halley suggesting a committee be formed to oversee the dispatch contract.  Warren asked for written suggestions from council as to what they would like to see the committee be responsible for.  Some ideas have already been suggested by the chiefs. Warren reported that work is progressing on the Public Safety Building, with some additional change orders.  HazMat training is being scheduled. 
	
	Public Works Committee:
	Councilmember Nash reported that the Iworqs program was discussed. It was decided to postpone a decision until next year. 

	Administrative/Intergovernmental Committee: 
	Councilmember Lawrence reported the committee had a phone conference with Keller Engineering and recommends approving the addendum to their contract as proposed.  Committee reviewed the contract with Wesley for management representation. Committee recommends approval. 
	Lawrence said there was also a Facilities Committee meeting to review the Public Safety Building project. Committee reviewed a proposal from Brotnov Architecture for an addendum to his contract due to additional work that has been required for the project. A recommendation is pending. 

	Community Development Committee:
	Councilmember McLaughlin reported that funding requests were discussed. She is recommending that decisions be postponed due to the amount of items on the agenda.

PUBLIC HEARING:
	Public Hearing on Revenue Sources and Property Tax Levy for 2012 Budget
	Clerk Storey presented a comparison of 2011 revenues and anticipated revenues for 2012 for the general fund.  2012 revenues projections are down about $26,000, mainly due to less grant revenue, reduced state entitlements and interest earnings.  Storey said that a 1% increase in property taxes is included in the 2012 budget projection, but council will have the option to determine if an increase will be taken. Storey said she has not received any assessed valuation information from the assessor’s office yet. 
	Councilmember Beadles said he believes council should adopt the 1% property tax increase to help with salary increases and other expenses. Councilmember McLaughlin asked how Initiative 1183 will impact the city’s revenue.  Storey replied that projections indicate there will be more funds to distribute but no one knows yet how the governor’s budget will impact the distribution.
	Sherrie Duthie asked how property is assessed and why her property value increased by 40% when property values are down all over the country. Storey explained that the city has no input on property values, but there is an avenue through the County’s Board of Equalization to have your assessed value reviewed. Mayor Engle added that the council did not increase property taxes for 6 years.
Mayor Engle closed the hearing at 7:22 p.m.

A. Ordinance No. 1490, Amend CMC 2.10, Code Enforcement Officer – 2nd Reading
Ordinance No. 1490 was read by title.  MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1490.  Motion carried.

B. Ordinance No. 1491, Amend CMC 10.56, Abatement of Nuisances – 2nd Reading
Ordinance No. 1491 was read by title.  Motion by BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to adopt Ordinance No. 1491.  Motion carried. 

C. Ordinance No. 1493, Franchise Agreement with NoaNet for Fiber-optic – 2nd Reading
	Ordinance No. 1493 was read by title.  Motion by LAWRENCE/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1493.  Motion carried.
			
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Michelle Peters, HCVB, progress Report and Funding Request
Postponed until 11/28.

B. Agreement with Valley Vision, 2011 Funding 
Councilmember McLaughlin asked to postpone until the budget workshop.  Councilmember Beadles commented that this is a 2011 issue and felt it should be addressed. MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the agreement with Valley Vision.  Motion carried, 6-1, Smith opposed. 

C. Professional Services Contract, The Wesley Group
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to approve the agreement with the Wesley group.  Lawrence commented that the contract is the same as this year.  Motion carried. 

D. Ordinance No. 1494, Sanitation Rates, 2012  – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1494 was read by title. Clerk Storey explained that although council is authorized to take up to a 3% increase based on CPI, which is at 4.3%, the ordinance provides for a 2% rate increase. 

E. Ordinance No. 1495, Authorizing Sewer Revenue Bonds – 1st Reading  
Ordinance No. 1495 was read by title. 

F. Ordinance No. 1496, Sewer Rates for 2012 – 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1496 was read by title. Clerk Storey reported that the ordinance provides for a 10% increase as agreed in the 5 year financial plan to fund the construction.

G. Interlocal Agreement with PUD for Sewer Treatment 
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to approve the agreement. The agreement is a renewal of the existing agreement with the same terms. It provides for a 30-year term to satisfy the bonding agency. Motion carried.

H. Contract Amendment, Keller Associates 
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to approve the addendum to the Keller contract.  Motion carried.   

COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Nash reported that there was a stormwater meeting.  He said that OTAK will be preparing the operating manual for $25,000 which is half the amount originally allocated for the project. He said the committee is also working on the budget and have shaved off about $191,000 so far.
	Councilmember Warren suggested that notice be given that there will be a vacancy on the council at the beginning of the year. That will give council time to interview interested parties and get someone appointed early in the year.  A deadline of December 31 was set for applications. 
	Councilmember Beadles said the Lewis Clark bicentennial committee worked with OTAK and he thought they did an excellent job.  He also said council needs to remember that Southway Bridge will be needing work in the future and the City will have to share in that cost. 
	Councilmember Warren said she will leave a copy of the Lewiston-Clarkston Downtown Circulation Plan and the Wayfinding Plan prepared by the MPO for council review. 
	Councilmember Smith read a statement regarding the financial crisis the world is facing.
