[bookmark: _GoBack]APPROVAL OF MINUTES: MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to approve the minutes of the December 12, 2011 Regular Meeting and December 14, 2011 Special Meeting.  Motion carried

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Clee Manchester, councilmember elect, addressed Ordinance No. 1499.  Manchester said he understood the increase to compensation was intended to help offset the expenses of being an elected official. Rescinding the increase amounts to a 40% pay cut for 3 newly elected councilmembers and one who will be appointed after the first of the year. He said there is a smaller city in this area whose councilmembers are paid $225 per month. Manchester said he will be taking two days off his regular job, without pay, to attend a meeting during his first week of office.
Bill Provost, councilmember elect, said he began working at Asotin County in 2000 as the CFO. He said he worked with many of these elected officials during that time. He thanked Mayor Engle and the councilmembers for past cooperation and the work the city and county  accomplished during that time. He said he is looking forward to working for the city and with the new mayor and councilmembers.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
. 	Finance Committee:
Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved with the exception of one invoice for Brotnov Architecture for $870.00.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to authorize payment of the bills, total expenditures for December 27, 2011 of $304,258.89.  Motion carried.

	Public Safety:
	Councilmember Warren reported that contractors are working on the punch list for Phase I of the project. We will be working with Avista for rebates on some of the energy saving components of the project. A house fire last week was challenging due to having a metal roof installed over shakes and layers of composition material. Police officers assisted with “Shop with a Cop” to help children purchase Christmas gifts for their families. Fire department gave 10 bicycles to area children.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1497, 2012 Budget, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1497 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to adopt Ordinance No. 1497.  Councilmember Beadles said if the city doesn’t make some changes we will spending more than our income. Finance Committee suggested that the mayor and department heads look at where to make layoffs to stay within our income. Motion carried, 6-1; Smith opposed.

B. Ordinance No. 1498, 2011 Budget Amendment, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1498 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to adopt Ordinance No. 1498.  Beadles commented that this is housekeeping for year end.  Motion carried. 

C. Ordinance No. 1499, Council & Mayor Salaries, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1499 was read by title. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1499.  Beadles said he received a phone call from a former councilmember who said salaries for elected officials have not been increased since the 1980’s.  Lawrence said she considers this a civic duty. Councilmember Warren said she could use the extra money too, but does not feel right getting an increase while asking employees to forgo raises. Beadles commented that this is not a cost of living raise and feels that increasing compensation might attract more people to serve. Councilmember McLaughlin said she does not agree with rescinding. Nash said he was surprised to find out that councilmembers were paid. 
Motion carried, 5-2; McLaughlin and Beadles opposed.
		
D. Ordinance No. 1500, Amend CMC 5.44.020, Gambling Taxes, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1500 was read by title. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to adopt Ordinance No. 1500.  Beadles said that Finance Committee does not support this tax increase. He feels it appears to single out one business. Councilmember Lawrence said she would like to revisit the tax rate in the next few months. Motion failed, 0-7. 
			
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2011-14, 2012 Position Allocation List
Resolution No. 2011-14 was read by title.  Clerk Storey said the only changes are reallocation of office staff to charge some portion into Stormwater. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2011-14. Motion carried.

B. 2012 Public Defender Contract, Neil Cox
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/BEADLES to authorize the contract with Neil Cox. Motion carried.

C. 2012 City Attorney Contract, Jim Grow
MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the contract with Jim Grow. Motion carried. 

D. 2012 Conflict Public Defender, Jane Richards
.MOTION BY LAWRENCE/WARREN to authorize the contract with Jane Richards. Councilmember Beadles said Finance committee has some concerns with the number of conflict cases going to other attorneys.  City Attorney Grow said some of the conflicts are due to multiple defendants in a case.  Richards said that is the case in some of these charges, but does not know why some were assigned by the judge to another public defender. Grow said he will be following up to get answers. Motion carried. 

E. Contract Addendum, Brotnov Architecture
Councilmember Beadles said that Facilities Committee has talked with Brotnov about additional fees. Brotnov said he has many more hours into the project than anticipated. Chief Cooper said that he agrees that Brotnov has spent more hours than anticipated at the project. The contractor has been needy which part of the issue is. Cooper said there are many items that were left out of the project plans which has required extra work. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/NASH to authorize the addendum for $1,290 in additional compensation.  Motion carried.

	 Councilmember Beadles said he will miss the retirement party for Mayor Engle due to a death in the family. He said he has enjoyed his many years of working with Engle. He appreciates her business sense and level headed approach.  He feels the city will miss her and wished her the best. 
	Councilmember Nash thanked the council for the time he has spent with them. He said he has learned a lot during his time. Nash also thanked the fire department for their response when he was ill a couple of weeks ago. 
	Councilmember Lawrence commended PWD Martin for obtaining additional funds for the Sixth Street lighting project.
