BUDGET WORKSHOP  
November 9, 2010

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 6:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, McLaughlin, Lomen, Lawrence, Nash; Smith excused
Staff Present:  Clerk Storey, PWD Martin, Chief Cooper

BUDGET WORKSHOP
	Joe Lillard presented a funding request for the Asotin County Health District.  Lillard explained the state is cutting funding and Asotin County’s contribution is being reduced from $100,000 to $50,000.  He asked the council to contribute $25,000. Lillard said that staffing has been reduced to the point that it is difficult to keep up with the work load. 
Butch Aiken explained his budget request of $8,834. He said it is based on population. Aiken explained that Emergency Management Services is a function of the county, but serves the city also. He has obtained many Homeland Security grants that have been used to purchase equipment for the city’s police and fire departments. 
Council gave direction to increase Emergency Management funding the $8,834, to fund Valley Vision with $5,000 and the Health Department with $25,000.  Aquatic Center funding was left at $160,000.   
No direction was given for a property tax levy. Storey said she will need to have a resolution on the agenda by the next council meeting. 
The sewer fund was discussed.  Council considered the recommendation made at the workshop presentation on the financial analysis pertaining to the WWTP upgrade. Ray Bartlett, the financial consultant, has calculated that a 10% rate increase in each of the next 4 to 5 years will be necessary to fund the upgrades. Council directed that rates be increased by the recommended 10% for January 1. Council left the planned purchase of a new hydroflusher in the budget and directed to use equipment reserve to help pay for it. Design costs for the plant upgrade will be about $700,000 and will need to be budgeted in 2011. Council agreed to use part of the reserves to fund that expense. PWD Martin has asked that a foreman position be reinstated. Council felt we should hold on that and look at it again next year. 

The next workshop was set for November 16 at 5:30 p.m.
