AGENDA CHANGES:  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Dan Cease, 1122 6th Street, commented that he is a member of Community Development Committee and asked Mayor Engle what the status of the Comprehensive Plan update is.  PWD Martin replied that the Planning Commission has not met to work on it for some time.  Cease suggested it come to Community Development Committee. Cease also commented that the committee is struggling because they don’t know what public works projects are not done or what the priorities are, so they don’t know what projects to forward to council.

	PWD Martin noted that the Respect Clarkston website states they have presented a copy of a stormwater plan to council.  No one on council has seen such a plan and he asked council to distribute it if and when received.  Also noted a statement on the site claiming there would be a 3% utility tax on the stormwater fees. The Interlocal agreement specifically says there would be no utility tax.

A. Ordinance No. 1483, Park Rules, Dogs – 2nd Reading for Action
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/NASH to adopt Ordinance No. 1483.  Motion carried.

B. Public Defender Agreement, Neil Cox
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/McLAUGHLIN to approve the 2011 contract with the $3,600 increase. Lawrence said the workload has increased by about 35%.  Motion carried, 6-1; Smith opposed
		               	
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2011-01, Adopt SE Washington Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan
Warren reported that she and Beadles attended several meetings on this plan. The plan book is being routed through council. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2011-01.  
Butch Aiken and Tara King (Northwest Management) spoke about the development of the plan. It is required planning to facilitate FEMA grants for disaster assistance. Nash asked what the greatest danger is from.  Aiken said flooding or wildland fires. Motion carried.

B. Approve Fire Dept. Grant Application
 Councilmember Warren reported this grant would be used for adult fire safety education, smoke and CO2 detectors.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve the grant application.  Motion carried.
 
C.  Funding Agreement, Asotin County Health District
Councilmember Lawrence stated this item is in the budget now.  Warren said she would like to see the agreement tabled until results of the stormwater utility are known.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to table until after election.  Nash said he does not like to see these organizations put on hold. MOTION BY LAWRENCE/ WARREN to amend motion to table until February 14 and Finance committee review and recommendation. Motion to amend carried. Motion to table carried; 6-1, Nash opposed.

D. Funding Agreement, Valley Vision
Lawrence said this is also budgeted and Admin Committee recommends approval.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to table until February 14 and Finance Committee review. Motion carried; 6-1, Nash opposed.

E. Tourism Agreement, Hells Canyon Visitor Bureau
MOTION BY LAWRENCE/WARREN to approve the agreement with HCVB.  Motion carried; 6-1, Smith opposed.

F. Tourism Agreement, Lewis Clark Valley Chamber of Commerce
MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to authorize the agreement with the Chamber. Motion carried; 6-1, Smith opposed.

G. Funding Agreement, Asotin County Aquatic Center
MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to table until February 14 and Finance Committee review. Motion carried; 6-1, Nash opposed.

H. Citizen Appointments to Community Development Committee: Dan Cease, Tina Davidson, Belinda Lierman
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/SMITH to appoint Cease, Davidson, Lierman to Community Development Committee.  Motion carried. 

I. Budget Amendment Request for Sanitation
PWD Martin reported that the new roll-off truck arrived after the year ended, so need to move the funds from the 2010 budget into 2011.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize the amendment for $165,000 in fund 410. 
Martin also requested an amendment to purchase additional yardwaste containers.  Some should be covered by warranty so we will either get additional containers or it will reduce the cost of the 100 he wants to order.  MOTION BY NASH/LAWRENCE to authorize a budget amendment for $7,500 in fund 410.  Motion carried.

J. Work for Others Agreement with Asotin County
PWD Martin reported this is an annual agreement with Asotin County that is up for renewal.  MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to approve the Work for Others Agreement with Asotin County.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for December 31, 2010 of $159,580.57 and for January 24, 2011 of  $300,291.83. Motion carried. 
	
COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
Beadles reported he sat on an interview committee for the new city manager for the City of Lewiston. He said it was a rewarding experience and he feels the door is open for more cooperative efforts with our neighboring entities. Beadles also said he would like to squelch a rumor that Clarkston is looking to annex additional property.
