AGENDA CHANGES:  
	
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE  to approve the minutes of the February 28, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public 
Doug Schurman 1776 Westlake Drive, distributed an article regarding San Francisco’s plan to dump 27 million pounds of bleach into its sewer/stormwater system because of a sewage backup, in order to combat the odor.  Mayor Engle pointed out that our stormwater drains do not feed into our sewer plant.  
Mike Miltenberger, 711 Highland,  asked that citizens be allowed to rebut comments made by the Council in regard to citizen comments.
Sheri Duthie, 1249 7th Street, distributed copies of letters mailed to signers of the petition distributed by Respect Clarkston. She wants everyone to have a clear understanding of what the letter was. 

B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reported that the City’s contract with the Clarkston Community Garden has expired and has not yet been renewed. Also, the City is still paying for water used at the Community Garden site. Councilmember McLaughlin said the Community Development committee will address the renewal of the contract and asked for a copy of the water billing for the garden. Mayor Engle explained there is not a separate billing as it is included with the billing for the wastewater treatment plant.
Mayor Engle reported that Councilmember Beadles and Nash will serve on the Admin/Intergovernmental Committee.

C. From Staff
       PWD Martin informed the Council that funding for design is available through the state revolving loan fund through the Dept of Ecology.   Design costs are also reimbursable.  He asked for approval from the Council for Mayor Engle to sign a letter of intent in regards to those funds and our current wastewater treatment plant upgrade.  Councilman Nash asked how a loan might impact our reserves.   PWD Martin said the design loan would not affect our current plans.   Motion by BEADLES/NASH to authorize the Mayor to sign the letter of intent.     Motion carried.
	
PWD Martin reported he has received version #2 of the Respect Clarkston stormwater plan.  When it is available, he will distribute it to Council and forward a copy to DOE for review.  He recommended a workshop be held in a couple of weeks to review the plan.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Authorize RFQ for Strategic Planning
Councilmember McLaughlin, Community Development committee, asked the Council to consider authorizing the Committee to request RFQ’s for strategic planning.  Councilmember McLaughlin stated the City’s comprehensive plan is outdated and feels the City lacks direction.  Mayor Engle expressed concern about spending funds which have not been budgeted.  The Committee is not asking for money at this time and would bring to the Council the benefits and costs of such a plan at the next meeting.  Mayor Engle feels the council needs additional information.

B. Authorize Booth at Alive after Five, Cost $500
Councilmember McLaughlin asked the Council to authorize a booth at Clarkston’s Alive after Five events this season.   Councilmember McLaughlin feels the booth could provide information to the community and would be good for public relations.  She mentioned providing a survey as well.   The project would operate with a budget of $500, including $125.00 for the booth space. Committee is hopeful Council members will volunteer to man the booth during the Alive after Five events.  Mayor Engle feels unless a survey is mailed to all citizens, it would not be indicative of the whole city.  Councilmember Nash asked what funds are #007 & #378.  Councilmember Beadles feels there needs to be a commitment for manning the booth.  Mayor Engle wants to identify a source of funds and asks the Council if they want to go ahead with the project or postpone a decision to next meeting. Councilmember McLaughlin pointed out that fund #007 is the Community Projects Fund and has a balance of approximately $49,000.00. Motion by McLAUGHLIN/BEADLES to authorize a booth at Alive after Five with a budget of $500.  Councilmember Beadles feels it would be a good outreach if there is good participation of the Council. City Attorney Grow asked for clarification of who will determine what information is available at the booth.  McLaughlin suggested basic budget information that is condensed and understandable.  Discussion continued regarding the information that could be made available.  Councilmember Beadles suggested there be a written policy regarding the information that will be available at the booth. Motion carried.

C. Resolution No. 2011-04, Adopt 2010 Solid Waste Plan
PWD Martin explained this as a “housekeeping” measure.  This would accept the updated Asotin County landfill management plan.  Motion by BEADLES/WARREN to accept the Solid Waste Mgmt Plan.  Motion carried.


D. Collection Agreement with Lewis-Clark Credit Bureau
Councilmember Lawrence explained the first agreement is to collect unpaid ambulance billings. Motion by LAWRENCE/NASH to sign the agreement.   Motion carried.
The second agreement is a Business Associate Agreement  with the Credit Bureau of Lewiston-Clarkston to protect health information as required by HIPPA. Motion by LAWRENCE/BEADLES to execute the agreement with the Credit Bureau of Lewiston-Clarkston.  Motion carried.

E.  Bid Award, Asphalt Melter
[bookmark: _GoBack]Martin reviewed the bids for a “crack sealer” trailer. Motion by BEADLES/LAWRENCE to award the bid to Special Asphalt Products. Motion carried

F. Proclamation, Arbor Day       
 The Arbor Day proclamation was read.  Motion by NASH/McLAUGHLIN to sign the proclamation.  Motion carried.  The City will plant a tree in honor of Arbor Day.

G. Name Plates, Management Staff
 Motion by NASH/LAWRENCE to order name plates for staff that attend Council meetings. Motion carried

FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for March 14, 2011 of $386,528.51. Motion carried. 
	

COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Beadles commented that the City of Lewiston commemorates retired employees and council members with a tree planted in their honor.  Perhaps the City of Clarkston should consider doing likewise for long-term employees and council members.

Councilmember McLaughlin reported on a meeting she attended at Lewis-Clark State College entitled “A Citizen’s Guide to Better Streets”.  In particular she found the segment on building healthy communities very informative and would like to see the City of Clarkston make a plan to progress and identify areas for improvement.  Feels the Council needs to lead the community into the future and having a strategic plan in place would be the first step.

	Kevin Gaboury, Tribune, asked when the City will review the latest Respect Clarkston stormwater plan.  Mayor Engle replied the plan will be distributed to council and DOE for review.   A workshop date will be determined at a later date. 
            Councilmember McLaughlin asked PWD Martin to review the Asotin County website because she believes the City of Clarkston is still being listed as having a stormwater utility ordinance.  Council member Warren wants to consider all costs if city opts out of the Stormwater Interlocal Agreement.
