PUBLIC HEARING:
	Public Hearing on revenue Sources for 2011 Budget, Including Property Tax Levy
	Mayor Engle opened the Public Hearing at 7:03 p.m.  Clerk Storey reviewed a recap of the anticipated Current Expense revenues and compared them to the 2010 revenues.  She said that most revenue sources are projected to be about the same as 2010.  One revenue that is expected to decrease is the City/county Assistance that is received from the State. It is expected to be about $40,000 less due to decreased state revenues. There were no comments or questions. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:05 p.m.
	Storey said she will need direction from the council for the property tax levy. Council has not taken an increase for the past six years. The maximum allowed is 1%.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Stormwater Capacity Grant Approval
Cheryl Sonnen, stormwater coordinator, said she needs authorization for the mayor to sign the Stormwater Capacity Grant agreement.  Council authorized the intent to accept the grant a few months ago.  Councilmember Lomen asked what the impact of the referendum might be on the grant. Sonnen explained that the City will still have to meet and comply with the storm water permit requirements.  The grant will help with those expenses. MOTIN BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the mayor to sign the agreement.  Motion carried, 5-2; Smith and Lomen opposed.

B. Council Representative to Stormwater Management Team
Sonnen said an elected official is needed to serve on the storm water management team. There will be an elected official from each of the three entities in the Interlocal, along with a staff member from each.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to appoint Councilmember Nash.  Motion carried. 

C. Thank you Letter to Legislators for Stormwater Funding 
Sonnen asked council to authorize the mayor to sign thank you letters to each of the district’s legislative representatives. The letter will show our appreciation for storm water funding and encourage future funding. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize the mayor to sign the letters. Motion carried.

	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for November 8, 2010 of $354,017.06. Motion carried. 
	Councilmember Beadles reported that Nick Bacon and Kelly Dougherty attended committee to encourage the City to fund the aquatic center.  They said that without the $160,000 contribution the outdoor park would have to be closed next summer.

Councilmember McLaughlin said the taxpayers should be thanked for providing the money that we got for storm water grants.
