



CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
October 11, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, Nash, Lawrence, Lomen, McLaughlin; Smith excused

AGENDA CHANGES:  Added to New Business: Request for High School bonfire.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the September 23, 2010 regular meeting. Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public 
Tina Davidson, SWEDA, commented that she does not want to see the council meeting time changed. 
B.  From the Mayor

 Mayor Engle commented that the new facility that SEL plans to build in Lewiston is very welcome as it will supply careers to the valley.

Mayor Engle reported that the City received a thank you card from Cycle Oregon.

B. From Staff
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A.  Ordinance No. 1474, Stormwater Utility, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1474 was read by title.  MOTION B Y BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1474.  Councilmember Beadles commented that he has done a lot of research on the stormwater regulations and what other entities have done. He referred to Coeur d’Alene’s stormwater program as being a good one.

City Attorney Richardson referred to a 2003 case where the EPA was sued over stormwater regulations.  The decision was that it did not violate the 10th Amendment. He reviewed potential fines if we were not in compliance with regulations. 

Councilmember McLaughlin commented that she feels the budget is inflated.

Motion carried, 4-2; Beadles, Warren, Lawrence and Nash in favor; Lomen and McLaughlin opposed.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Marlena Roberts, Support Letter, Asotin County Fit for Life Program
Marlena Roberts gave a presentation on the new Fit for Life program in Asotin County. The program just started on October 11 and has 32 participants so far. She asked for a letter of support from the City. Roberts said the program is supported by donations and fundraisers.  Mayor Engle said a request for funding would be reviewed at budget time. MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/WARREN to approve a letter of support. Motion carried. 
B. Proposed Change to Council Meeting Time
MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to change the council meeting time to 6:00.  Councilmember Warren said she would prefer to keep it at 7:00.  Mayor Engle commented that the media would probably not be able to cover the meetings if the time were changed. Councilmember Lawrence said the meeting time should accommodate the public and 7:00 is a better time. Motion failed.
C. Ordinance No. 1475, Amend CMC 17.95.180, Public Notice for SEPA, 1st Reading 
Ordinance No. 1475 was read by title.  
D. Ordinance No. 1476, Amend CMC 17.90.120, Appeals of Land Use Decisions, 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1476 was read by title. 
E. Ordinance No. 1477, Adopt Shoreline Master Program, 1st Reading

Ordinance No. 1477 was read by title. 
F.  Request for Street Closure, Downtown Trick or Treat
Councilmember Warren said the plan is the same as last year. MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to authorize the street closure on October 29 from 4 – 6 p.m.  Motion carried. 
G.  Request for Street Closure, Christmas Parade
Councilmember Warren said this is the same request as prior years.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve the request for closure of 6th Street for the Christmas parade. Motion carried. 

H.  High School Bonfire
Zack Waller made a request for authorization to have a bonfire on October 21 from 9 – 10 p.m. on the south side of the high school parking lot. The bonfire is for Homecoming.  MOTION BY 
BEADLES/LOMEN  to approve the request.  Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for October 11, 2010 of $392,871.76. Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Warren commented on the initiatives on the sale of distilled spirits.  According to Association of Washington Cities, they will result in a loss of revenue to cities and counties.

Councilmember McLaughlin said she has concerns about the stormwater budget.

Councilmember Lomen asked what the speed limit in the alleys is.  Chief Hastings said it is 15 MPH.
