CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the January 11, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:

Brad Forgey from the Blue Mountain Fire District said they are a newly formed fire district and expressed appreciation for the city’s help.

Mayor Engle announced that there are observers in the audience from Grantham School.

PWD Martin reported that he received a letter earlier in the day from the Port of Clarkston that expressed concern with some of the requirements in the new stormwater construction regulations. The letter asked the city to consider increasing the lot size that would trigger permitting from 5,000 square feet to 11,000 square feet.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Certificate of Appreciation, Doug Renggli
Mayor Engle presented a Certification of Appreciation to Doug Renggli in recognition of his hours of volunteer service to the city and the community. 
B.  Ordinance No. 1466, Stormwater Construction – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1466 was read by title. Councilmember Nash asked if the ordinance can be adopted to meet the required timeline and then later amended.  City Attorney Grow replied that the ordinance could be amended at any time. 
PWD Martin advised that the ordinance was developed by the Stormwater Advisory Group. He said the issue is water quality and said that even construction of a single family dwelling can create pollution as mud and debris are tracked out of a construction site onto the streets and then washed into the storm system. Martin said these regulations will help ensure that the party responsible for the potential pollution should be the one responsible for controlling it. 
Councilmember Beadles asked if the Port’s concerns should be addressed before proceeding. Martin said that changing the minimum lot size to 11,000 sq. ft. could leave a gap that might lead to problems. Councilmember Warren commented that there are time constraints to get the ordinance adopted to meet deadlines.  Martin reminded council that the regulations don’t go into effect until January of 2011.  It was agreed to move the ordinance forward and have Public Works Committee review the regulations. 
C.  Ordinance No. 1467, Zone Change, 400 8th St – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1467 was read by title. 
D.  Resolution No. 2010-03, Authorize Interfund Loan for Ambulance Purchase
Resolution No. 2010-03 was read by title.  MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-03.  Motion carried. 
E.  Resolution No. 2010-04, Authorize Interfund Loan for Ambulance O & M Fund
Resolution No. 2010-04 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2010-04. Motion carried. 
F.  Resolution No. 2010-05, Surplus Fire Equipment
Resolution No. 2010-05 was read by title. MOTION BY WARREN/NASH to approve Resolution No. 2010-05.  Motion carried. 
G.  Bid Award, Sewer Camera System
PWD Martin explained that this is the third time we have bid this equipment.  We received four bids. One was non-responsive.  The low bid does not meet the city’s needs as well as the next lowest bid. After checking with Municipal Research and the State Auditor’s office, Martin is recommending awarding the bid to Solid Waste Systems.  MOTION BY NASH/LOMEN to award the bid to Solid Waste Systems for $58,665.98. Motion carried. 
H.  Resolution No. 2010-06, Supporting Library Levy 
Resolution No. 2010-06 was read by title. MOTION BY WARREN/NASH to approve Resolution No. 2010-06. Motion carried.
