



CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
April 26, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

AGENDA CHANGES:  Councilmember Warren added the Corp Contract to New Business.  Mayor Engle said there will be an executive session for union negotiations.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to approve the minutes of the April 12, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried.

Mayor Engle said that with the software conversion that is in process paychecks may be late this 
time.

Mayor Engle commented that bids have been obtained for a town clock for the new city hall. She 
noted the amounts would need to be adjusted if raised lettering is desired. One bid includes it and 
the other two do not.

Mayor Engle congratulated Councilmember Beadles for coming in sixth in his age group at the 
Seaport River Run.

C.  From Staff
PWD Martin said that the city needs to adopt a greenhouse gas emission policy as part of the requirements for funding applications. He asked direction as to which committee to go through. He was directed to Public Works.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Ordinance No. 1469, Authorize Financing for Ambulance, 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1469 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1469.  Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Agreement for Economic Development Services with SEWEDA 
Duane Wollmuth, Executive Director of SEWEDA and Bruce Larson of Renaissance Boats spoke about an opportunity to gain international exposure for the local aluminum boat industry. There is a $50,000 federal grant that was awarded to CEDA to fund attendance at a boat show in Germany to promote the local industry.  Several valley government and economic development agencies have contributed to the local matching funds that are needed. Owners of the boat industry will also participate in the cost to attend the show.  The editor of Skipper Magazine will come to the valley. There are also plans to bring participants of a boat show from Florida to the valley. SEWEDA is asking for $2,500 towards the match.  
Bruce Larson explained that Germany, which is the target market area, is a Common Market country. He said that to market in Germany many of the components have to have a CE mark, similar to the UL mark in the States. Manufacturers will receive training on what is needed to meet the standards.  Larson also discussed the benefits of marketing internationally, especially in this down economy. 
Councilmember Warren said the request was discussed in Community Development Committee. The Committee recommendation is to support the request. MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/LAWRENCE to authorize the agreement with SEWEDA for $2,500.  Motion carried. 

B.  Certificate of Appreciation – Dan Cease  
Mayor Engle presented a certificate of appreciation to Dan Cease for his work to establish a community garden.  Cease said the response has been better than anticipated, with 26 plots assigned and vegetables growing. He said there will be an open house on Saturday. 
C. Ordinance No. 1470, Amend CMC 17.85, Resource Lands and Critical Areas – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1470 was read by title. 
D. Contract with Corp of Engineers for Greenbelt Patrol
Councilmember Warren said that this is a renewal of the annual contract for police patrol of the greenbelt.  Chief Hastings said that the agreement is the same as past years, just updated for cost. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve the contract. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for April 26, 2010 of $199,607.11. Motion carried. 
PUBLIC SAFETY:

Councilmember Lawrence reported that a letter will be drafted to send to City of Asotin to begin discussions for fire mutual aid.
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Beadles proposed that a plaque be installed on the city hall clock to honor Mayor Engle for her years of service to the city.

Councilmember McLaughlin said that she would like to see the city develop its own flag. She would like to see the city participate in the Parade of Flags at the annual AWC conference.
