
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
February 9, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, McLaughlin, Lomen, Baumberger, Smith
Staff Present:  Clerk Storey, Chief Hastings, City Attorney Richardson, Chief Cooper, PWD Martin
AGENDA CHANGES: Councilmember Warren added an appointment to Admin Committee. Councilmember Warren removed Welcome Sign Funding from the agenda.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the minutes of the January 26, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Susan Beaurain invited council and staff to an open house to be held at the Asotin County Aquatic Center on February 15 from 1 until 3
B.  From the Mayor
Mayor Engle asked council to consider replacing funding in the budget for plants and trees in the parks. Without an allocation in the budget there will be no flowers planted and no new trees purchased this year. 
B. From Staff
PWD Martin reported that the Port of Clarkston is seeking the City’s support on a grant application for “Wayfinding” signage.  MOTION BY SMITH/McLAUGHLIN to authorize a letter of support. Wanda Keefer, Port manager, said the grant requires 50% matching funds. She is not asking the city for money at this time but said that potential city participation could be in-kind contributions such as installing the signs. Motion carried.
PWD Martin distributed a revised layout plan for the Lee Morris building. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A.  Bid Award, Firefighter Personal Protective Gear
MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/WARREN to award the bid for Firefighter Personal Protective Equipment to General Fire for $53,664.00. Chief Cooper explained that the apparent low bidder was rejected as non-responsive because they did not include both pants and jackets in their bid. The second lowest bidder was rejected because their bid was non-compliant in several critical areas. Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Appointment to Community Development Committee 
MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to reappoint Kathy Parker and Wanda Keefer as citizen representatives to the Community Development Committee. 
B.  Appointment to Administrative/Intergovernmental Committee
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/SMITH to reappoint George Nash to Admin Committee. Motion carried. 
C. Reappoint Margo McCroskey and Jim Merrill to Planning Commission
MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to reappoint Margo McCroskey and Jim Merrill to the Planning Commission. Motion carried. 
D. Council Recognition of Storm Water Advisory Group (SWAG)
PWD Martin advised council that a storm water advisory group is required as a part of the storm water planning process. The group will have about 20 members and will meet monthly. He is asking council for formal recognition of the advisory group and the membership as proposed. He also stated that Councilmember Smith has volunteered to serve in the group as a business representative for the City. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to recognize the group as presented and to include John Smith as a city representative. Motion carried. 
E. Council Vacancy Process
Council determined that they will conduct interviews of the six candidates for the vacant council position at the February 23rd council meeting. Mayor Engle suggested formulating some questions that could be sent to the applicants in advance. Clerk Storey will notify the candidates.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for February 9, 2009 of $355,137.12. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
Councilmember McLaughlin reported that she is the chair of Admin Committee. Committee is waiting for a draft of the off-site sales ordinance from the attorney. Richardson said he will have something to committee for their February 24 meeting. McLaughlin said the committee is reviewing the Cable One franchise agreement that is due for renewal in April.
PWD Martin explained that the City should consider joining the National Flood Insurance Program which allows residents to obtain flood insurance and to apply for certain grants. He will prepare an ordinance for the next council meeting.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE:
Councilmember Warren commented on the reasons that Cable One should add KIDQ to their channel lineup. Councilmember Baumberger asked if council can adopt a resolution supporting KIDQ. City Attorney Richardson said that council can do that, but they should be careful that the resolution is not threatening in any way to Cable One.
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Beadles reminded council that they should be aware of what is proposed for legislation and contact legislators to support or oppose legislation as needed.

Beadles stated that as government he believes there are three main responsibilities: 1) Public Safety; 2) Providing other governmental services; 3) Employee security. He said council should be cautious when it comes to purchasing property for a new city hall because of the current economic situation. Beadles does not feel the economy will turn around in the near future and we should not spend down our funds. Councilmember Lomen spoke in agreement. Councilmember Baumberger asked if Beadles expected to spend money from reserves to move city hall. Beadles replied that would be the case if it became necessary. He expressed concern with the potential cost of ambulance service. Baumberger said that cost would come from the EMS levy.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council went into Executive Session at 7:37 to discuss property acquisition. Anticipated length of session is 15 minutes with no action as a result. 
Council returned to open session at 7:55 p.m.

Meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
