Mayor Engle reported that she will attend a meeting with WSU Elson Floyd.

Mayor Engle asked if there anyone is interested in representing the council on the Asotin County Parks board. Councilmember McLaughlin said she had volunteered, but has not been notified of meeting dates. 


Mayor Engle thanked the council for upgrading the parks and the street lights.


Mayor Engle proposed a town clock for the new city hall. Estimated cost is $12,200.  Bids will be referred to Community Development committee.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Presentation by MSA Engineering re: GIS Mapping (Partnership with PUD)
A presentation was given of a GIS mapping project that the PUD is currently doing.  The City has an opportunity to partner with the PUD on the project and have the sewer system included. The cost to the city would be fairly minimal. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES for PWD Martin to bring an agreement and funding source forward for consideration. Motion carried. 
B.  Ordinance No. 1469, Authorize Financing for Ambulance- 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1469 was read by title. 
C.  Resolution No. 2010-11, Adopt Wastewater Facility Engineering Report
Resolution No. 2010-11 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Resolution No. 2010-11. Motion carried. 

D. Letter of Engagement for Bond Counsel, Foster Pepper PLLC
MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize the letter of engagement for bond counsel for the city hall bonds.  Motion carried. 

E.  Engineering, WWTP Upgrade
Councilmember Beadles reported that Finance Committee met with Larry Rupp from Keller Engineering to discuss the next steps in the WWTP plan. PWD Martin said that he would recommend the city proceed with design and obtaining funding for the project.  Keller presented an agreement with a scope of work that includes design and assisting in obtaining funding.  They could proceed in steps with each step to be authorized by council. Total estimated cost from pre-design through construction engineering is $1,414,760.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the engineering agreement with Keller with work to be accomplished in stages as authorized. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for March 31, 2010 of $554.03 and for April 12, 2010 of $420,312.17.  Motion carried. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Nash commented on a recent fire at the Weatherly House. A worker from Clarkston Care noticed the fire and alerted the residents.


Councilmember Beadles commended the fire department on their response to the fire. Chief Cooper said that 20 firefighters responded which is excellent response for a daytime fire.
