UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Ordinance No. 1470, Amend CMC 17.85, Resource Lands and Critical Areas – 2nd Reading for Action
Ordinance No. 1470 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to adopt Ordinance No. 1470. 
Councilmember Nash asked if an eagle were to nest in the city would a buffer zone be required. Don Brigham replied that it would, although eagles don’t like people so it is highly unlikely that something like that would be an issue. He also said that there are federal and state regulations that would require such buffers even if the city did not adopt this ordinance. 

Brigham shared maps of the critical areas which include wellheads, geologically hazardous areas, fish and wildlife conservation areas and frequently flooded areas.  
Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Authorization for the Mayor to sign the Public Works Trust Fund Application 
PWD Martin reported that with the adoption of the Critical Areas Ordinance update, the city has met the requirements for applying for a PWTF loan for the sewer project. He said that Keller Associates are preparing the application and will send it for signature. The application deadline is May 10. The city is applying for $10 million.

MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to authorize the loan application. Martin reminded the council that the city will be seeking funding from a variety of sources including grants and other loan types. Motion carried.
