May 10, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2010 regular meeting and the May 4, 2010 Special Meeting.  Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Jeff Nave, Foster Pepper PLLC, Bond Counsel, re: City Hall
Jeff Nave addressed the council regarding the upcoming bond issue for the financing of the new city hall and the renovations to the existing city hall and fire station. Nave explained how a bond issue works and that it is just a type of loan for government entities. This is a general obligation (GO) bond that will be payable from the city’s taxes in the general fund. The city cannot levy extra property tax to pay for a bond of this type. The interest is tax exempt for investors. An official statement is prepared by the underwriter, in this case D A Davidson. Councilmember Nash asked if these carry a fixed interest rate. Nave said they do, although it varies over the life of the bond. He said they have different call dates, so the longer term bonds pay a higher rate... 

B.  Ordinance No. 1471, Authorize bond for City Hall, 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1471 was read by title.
C.  Support Letter for Port of Clarkston Grant 
MOTION BY WARREN/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the mayor to send a letter of support for a grant application the Port is preparing for the new industrial park. Motion carried. 
D.  Proclamation, Business Appreciation Month
Clerk Storey read a proclamation naming May as Business Appreciation Month in Clarkston.  MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/SMITH to authorize the mayor to sign the proclamation.
E.  Resolution No. 2010-12, Full compliance with Growth Management Act
Resolution No. 2010-12 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve Resolution No. 2010-12.  Motion carried. 

F.  Resolution No. 2010-13, Greenhouse Gas Emission Policy
Resolution No. 2010-13 was read by title. PWD Martin explained that the city is required to have a policy in place in order to apply for certain types of funding, such as Public Works Trust Fund. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-13. Motion carried. 
G.  Budget Amendment Request (Adjust for Grants) – Fire Dept.
Councilmember Warren explained that the fire department has received three separate grants and has requested a budget amendment to reflect the additional revenue and allow them to spend the money. There is an Assistance to firefighters grant requiring a 10% local match. Total amount with the match is $43,202. A grant was received from the State for $2,100. Cooper requested an amendment of $2,500 to purchase a stair chair. Garfield County paid $600 to reimburse for overtime expended to teach an EMT class. Cooper asked to add this back to the ambulance fund in overtime. MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to authorize the requested budget amendments.  Motion carried. 

Warren said there is a new round of Assistance to Firefighter grants open with application due by May 28. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to authorize Chief Cooper to apply for grant funding. Motion carried, 5-1; Smith opposed. 

H.  Budget Amendment Request, Public Works – Sycamore Street Drainage Project & WWTP Camera
 PWD Martin explained that the budget for the WWTP camera was not carried over from the 2009 budget into 2010. The need to go out for bids three times delayed the purchase into 2010, but that was not known until too late to get it moved into the new budget. He requested an amendment of $63,000 to allow for the purchase.
Martin said the council budgeted $35,000 for the Sycamore drainage repair, but the actual cost came in $6,800 over that amount. Once construction began it was necessary to relocate some of the drywells and add piping and drainage that was not in the original plan. 

MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize both amendments.  Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for May 10, 2010 of $524,361.31. Motion carried. 
PUBLIC SAFETY:

Councilmember Warren reported that there is a new round of COPS grants which would pay for a new officer for four years with no requirement to maintain the position at the end of the grant term. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to authorize the grant application. Motion carried. 


Warren said Chief Cooper discussed pursuing an Interstate Compact that would honor EMS certification in Idaho. MOTION BY WARREN/McLAUGHLIN authorizing Cooper to pursue that option. Motion carried. 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT:

Councilmember McLaughlin reported that the committee had discussed the proposed street clock for city hall. It is the committee’s recommendation that the purchase of a clock should be postponed.
