 A.  Ordinance No. 1468, Budget Amendment – 2nd Reading for Action

Ordinance No. 1468 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to adopt Ordinance No. 1468.  Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Resolution No. 2010-09, ADA Policy
MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to adopt Resolution No. 2010-09.  Motion carried. 
B.  Bid Award, Sycamore Street Drainage Project
PWD Martin reported that McCall’s Classic was the low bid at $26,486.50 and anticipates completing the job in about three weeks.  MOTION BY SMITH/LAWRENCE to award the bid for Sycamore Street Drainage Project to McCall’s.  Motion carried. 
C. Change Order A-3, Casework  
Councilmember Beadles reported that Finance Committee met and recommends approval of the change order.  PWD Martin explained that the casework includes desks, counters, etc.  He said that some is included in the base bid and this change order is to build all desks, counters and cabinets for the remainder of the building.  The total cost of the change order is $39,306.07.  That will provide for the furnishings for all the offices.  $25,000 was included in the 2010 budget for furnishings.  Mayor Engle mentioned that there is a color board in the lobby that shows the color scheme and samples for the interior finishes. MOTION BY NASH/SMITH to approve the change order.  Motion carried. 
D.  Change Order No. 4, Pre-wiring
PWD Martin explained that Change Order #4 is for the pre-wiring for the building so the building will be ready for phones and computer networks. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to approve Change Order #4.  Motion carried. 
E.  Arbor Day Proclamation 

Mayor Engle said that this proclamation was brought in today to declare April 30 as Arbor Day.  The proclamation was read by Kesler.  MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/WARREN to authorize Mayor Engle to sign the proclamation. Motion carried.

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for March 8, 2010 of $372,821.17.  Motion carried.
