UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1484, Zone Change – 414, 418, 422 13th St – 2nd Reading for Adoption
Ordinance No. 1484 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Ordinance No. 1484.  Motion carried.
		                     	
NEW BUSINESS:

A. Proclamation – Business Appreciation Month
The proclamation was read by Clerk Storey.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the mayor’s signature on the proclamation.  Motion carried. 

B. Credit Card Acceptance Agreement
Councilmember Beadles reported that Finance Committee has reviewed the proposals for credit card processing.  Recommendation is to accept the proposal with Sterling Savings.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to sign the agreement with Sterling for credit card processing and authorize opening an account at Sterling for payments to be deposited.  Motion carried. 

C. Bid Award, Public Safety Remodel
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jerry Brotnov reported that five bids were received for the remodel. Low bidder was Skyline Construction.  Brotnov said all documents are in order.  Brotnov explained the base bid and the options that the committee has recommended moving forward with.  Those options are #1, crew retention area; #2, Asotin County jail entrance (to be paid by the county); #3 Fire department entrance; and #5, Fire Department oil/water separator.  Total bid with those options is $754,543.09.  The bid for hazardous materials abatement also is ready to award to 
MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to award bid to Skyline Construction.  Motion carried. MOTION BY NASH/WARREN to award the asbestos abatement bid to Allsafe.  Motion carried. 

D. GIS Parcel Mapping, Budget Amendment Request
PWD Martin explained that this request will add parcel mapping to the GIS project that is underway.  He said the total cost of this layer is about $100,000.  Our share would be to contribute $5,000 to the project. MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to authorize a $5,000 budget amendment to approve this project.  Motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for April 25, 2011 of $177,528.06. Motion carried. 
	Councilmember Beadles reported that we did receive a budget report on stormwater expenses. Beadles said committee discussed stormwater issues.
	
COUNCIL COMMENTS:	
	Councilmember Lawrence said she received a letter of appreciation from a citizen for the city’s contribution to the aquatic center.  There will be a couple of days where volunteers can help get the outdoor facility ready to open. 
	Nash asked if it would two years until our next audit.  Clerk Storey replied that the city is on a two-year cycle, so they will be back in 2012 to audit 2010 and 2011.
	Councilmember McLaughlin commented that the stormwater workshop on Thursday was very informative. She said she learned that even if our stormwater was drinking water quality it wouldn’t be good enough. McLaughlin said that council needs to talk about what direction they are going to take.  She said she thinks that the goal should be to eventually eliminate discharge to the rivers.  Councilmember Nash said the city needs some revenue to pay for expenses and he feels the city should adopt the $2.00 recommended by Respect Clarkston. McLaughlin said the state budget has money for stormwater and we should be applying for grants. She also said the city will need to hire someone to manage our program. Councilmember Warren said before we jump on the $2.00 fee proposed, we need more information on how much revenue that would generate.  Warren said she has some questions about the fee structure.  She said we have to continue with the current plan in order to remain in compliance with our permit while we work toward other options. Nash offered to meet with the Stormwater Management Team to discuss changes.  Councilmember Beadles said he did some internet research on the stormwater control project done in Seattle.  He commented that it cost about $150,000 to complete a block.  He also said that Spokane Valley, which plans to eliminate discharge, does not have much for storm drain infrastructure now, so there isn’t so much to renovate.  McLaughlin said the city should adopt the new stormwater plan from Respect Clarkston, knowing that it is flawed, institute the $2.00 fee, develop a job description and get going on it. Councilmember Lawrence said creating a whole new department would be costly.  The Respect Clarkston plan has some good ideas but it does not include the detail to make it a true plan. Councilmember Smith said his neighbor runs his into the sewer system.  Nash said we could look at the shortest outfall line and determine how much it would cost to revise that line.  Mayor Engle said first a request for proposals would have to be developed to choose an engineering firm to do a study. Mayor Engle cautioned that we are spending down our reserve funds now and it is not responsible to spend them down to zero.  McLaughlin suggested that Cheryl Sonnen should be looking for grants to help develop a plan to work toward eliminating stormwater discharge.  PWD Martin said in order to apply for grants, there needs to be a detailed plan for how the money is to be spent. There was additional discussion on this topic and the costs involved in trying to eliminate water discharging into the waterways. Mayor Engle asked Doug Schurman and Sherie Duthie if the city were to adopt a new ordinance establishing a stormwater utility, would Respect Clarkston petition for a referendum vote again. Schurman said Respect Clarkston presented a proposal and it should not be referred to as a plan. Schurman said opposition would depend on how it was structured.  He said one thing their proposal asks for is that a committee be formed to come up with solutions. He said if they do not feel they have a voice, they would probably oppose it again. Beadles suggested a committee be formed that includes councilmembers and Respect Clarkston members.  

MEDIA QUESTIONS:
	Kevin Gaboury, Tribune, asked if council expects the remodel of the public safety building to come in under budget. There is about $69,000 left for contingencies. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION: 
Council adjourned to executive session at 8:00 p.m.to discuss a union issue.  Anticipated length of session is 10 minutes. There may be action taken as a result of the executive session.  Council returned to open session at 8:10 p.m.
	Motion by Beadles/Lawrence to accept the settlement offer to settle a grievance with the fire union over paramedic training. Motion carried.
