March 23, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the minutes of the March 9, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reported that as discussions continue on creating a firefighter reserve program there is an issue that needs to be clarified for civil service rules. She asked for authorization to contact Steve DeJulio, an attorney who specializes in civil services issues, and to pay his fee. City Attorney Grow said he contacted MRSC but they could not answer the question and recommended DeJulio. MOTION BY BEADLES/MCLAUGHLIN to authorize a one-hour phone conference with DeJulio. Motion carried.

Mayor Engle presented a Certificate of Recognition to Pat Fowler. Fowler is a nurse at the Asotin County Health Department who has worked the past three years to help bring a CHAS clinic to the valley.
C. From Staff
PWD Jim Martin announced that there will be an open house on Tuesday from 4:00 – 7:00 to show and take comments on proposed traffic revisions for the Southway Bridge/Fleshman Way interchange. 

Martin asked for a budget amendment to purchase a full-size four-door pickup for the WWTP. The pickup will be about $800 over the adopted budget. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to increase the budget by $800. Motion carried. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Sewer Line Cleaning Agreement – City of Asotin
MOTION BY SMITH/WARREN to approve the agreement for sewer line cleaning with City of Asotin. Motion carried
B.  Sewer Line Cleaning Agreement – Asotin County
MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to approve the agreement for sewer line cleaning with Asotin County. Motion carried. 

C.  Chamber Request – Sun Festival
Kristin Kemak, Chamber Director, explained that the Chamber has withdrawn this request. Due to some issues with some downtown merchants, the Chamber is not participating in the Sun Festival. It appears that the car show committee will be in charge of the event. 
Councilmember McLaughlin asked Kemak to attend the next Community Development Committee meeting on April 7 since the request did not come before committee prior to being on the agenda.

D. Chamber Request – Alive After Five Event
MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/NASH to refer the request to Community Development Committee. Motion carried. 
E. Grant Application Approval – COPS
Councilmember Baumberger stated that the Public Safety Committee recommends approval of this grant application. Chief Hastings explained that this is a four-year grant where the entry level pay rate would be covered at 100% for three years and the city would be obligated to retain the employee for one additional year. He said it will be a very competitive grant, but would be a good deal for the city if we were awarded.  MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to authorize the grant application. Motion carried. 

F. Grant Application Approval – Justice Assistance Grant
Chief Hastings explained this is a $12,000 grant that can be used for equipment and training. He would use it to replace older computers and help with training in the active shooter program. There is no local match required. MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to authorize the grant application. 

G. Waste Water Treatment Plant Study
PWD Martin told council that the city needs to conduct a professional study of the plant to address shortfalls and future needs. He estimates the cost of a study to be between $50,000 and $100,000. The County and the PUD may be willing to share the cost of the study. He asked council to authorize a budget amendment and the development of an RFP. MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/SMITH to allocate up to $100,000 for a WWTP study and the PWD to prepare an RFP. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for March 23, 2009 of $148,278.06. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
No report. 
Councilmember Beadles said he thinks the off-site business should be kept simple and that vendors should provide notification of their permanent business address. 

COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash commented that he thinks all the City employees are doing a great job. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council adjourned to executive session to discuss negotiations at 7:40. No action was anticipated as a result. Council returned to open session at 7:50 p.m.
