
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
February 8, 2010
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

AGENDA CHANGES:  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2010 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Barb Hilty, representing the Asotin county Parks and Rec Advisory Board, asked for a City representative to serve on the Board. Mayor Engle asked the Admin Committee to make a recommendation. 

Gordon Rubenthaler asked the council to support the Community Garden Project. He said that Holy Family has received a grant for a community garden to raise food for the food bank. He suggested the two projects could join forces. Rubenthaler said that the need for the food bank is growing. A community garden could be a good learning tool for young people.

Rhonda Welling, 24610 Snake River Road, said she is a master gardener. That group is supporting the community with their expertise. She commented that the written plan is good and gives a better chance of success. 


B.  From the Mayor

Mayor Engle reported that she and Councilmember Lawrence met with Lewiston Mayor 
Kevin Poole and Councilmember Brad Cannon on Thursday. She asked Lawrence to report on 
the discussion. 
Lawrence said that it was a very amicable discussion. Clarkston supplied a list of our equipment and resources. We explained how the ambulance service is working so far. It was recommended that there be a committee of three from each entity to meet and continue discussions on mutual aid. Councilmembers Warren and Beadles agreed to serve on the committee with Lawrence. Lawrence commented that it is important to keep discussion going and try to come to some agreement on mutual aid. Mayor Engle commented that it appears that Lewiston is ready to start fresh with discussion and try to let old issues go in an effort to come to a resolution. 
C.  From Staff
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

 A.  Ordinance No. 1466, Stormwater Construction – 2nd Reading 

Ordinance No. 1466 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to adopt Ordinance No. 1466. Beadles commented that it is good that this makes users responsible for their own clean-up.   Motion carried, 5-1; Smith opposed.


B.  Ordinance No. 1467, Zone Change, 400 8th Street – 2nd Reading


Ordinance No. 1467 was read by title.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to 
adopt Ordinance No. 1467.  Motion carried. 


C.  Community Garden Agreement


MOTION BY NASH/McLAUGHLIN to take this item off the table.  Motion carried. 
Lawrence asked Dan Cease about plans for using work release persons.  Chief Hastings said it 
would be probationers who need to do community service, not inmates on work release. She 
asked who the monthly report goes to.  Cease replied that it would go to Community 
Development Committee.  Cease also said there will be a web site but it is not active yet. 



MOTION BY NASH/SMITH to approve the agreement with a change from “work 
release” to community service workers.  Motion carried. 

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Chamber of Commerce Request – Alive after Five



Kristin Kemak, Chamber Director, said that Alive after Five will run for six months, beginning in May. She said the event grew every month. There is space for 85 vendors in the street, but said they may use Vernon Park if they need it for overflow.  MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize closure of 6th Street for the six events, subject to all permits being issued.  Motion carried. 
B.  Authorize Riedesel Engineering as On-Call Engineering Service


PWD Martin reported that the City received 12 proposals for engineering services.  After reviewing all proposals, Riedesel Engineering if the firm recommended.  He said the first project to be tackled will be restrooms at Vernon Park.  He also said that Riedesel said they will do grant searching pro bono.

MOTION BY NASH/SMITH to authorize the agreement with Riedesel for engineering services.  Motion carried. 
C.  Resolution No. 2010-07, Transfer of Rescue One Equipment to Asotin County

Resolution No. 2010-07 was read by title. Chief Cooper explained that the EMS contract included provisions for dividing equipment and funds if the service was no longer provided.  Discussion with Asotin County and the City of Asotin resulted in agreement on the property division. Asotin County will get their vehicle back, along with equipment listed on the attachment. They will also receive one of the Zodiak rescue boats and motor since they contributed to the match on the grant that purchased them. 

MOTION BY NASH/BEADLES to approve Resolution No. 2010-07. Motion carried. 

D.  Resolution No. 2010-08, Transfer of Rescue One Equipment to City of Asotin 

Resolution No. 2010-08 was read by title.  MOTION BY WARREN/LAWRENCE to approve Resolution No. 2010-08.  Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for February 8, 2010 of $365,429.77.  Motion carried.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

PWD Martin said that Committee had discussed the fence at Community Garden. He recommends that the City have it installed at a cost of approximately $3,500 to be paid from the sewer fund.  MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/NASH to authorize a budget amendment of up to $3,500 for the fence from the sewer fund.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC SAFETY

Lawrence reported that Chief Hastings is ready to order a new patrol car, as budgeted.  Chief Hastings reported that Lexipol, with whom the city contracts to keep the policy and procedures manual updated recently sent the first printed copy of the new manual. It is also available on line.  We pay an annual subscription and the manual is updated constantly as new law develops.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash commented that he appreciated the extra explanation on invoices, so the committee knows what is being purchased.

MEDIA QUESTIONS:

Stephanie Smith, KLEW TV, asked when the committee will meet with Lewiston. Mayor Engle said nothing has been scheduled yet.  Smith asked if there has been any discussion with Asotin County Fire District. Mayor Engle said there has been no communication. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council went into executive session at 7:47 with the Mayor, council, city attorney, Chief Cooper and Clerk Storey in attendance to discuss union negotiations. Anticipated length of the session is 30 minutes with no decision anticipated.
