
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
December 28, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, Lomen, Nash, Smith, McLaughlin; Baumberger absent
Staff Present:  City Attorney Grow, Clerk/Treasurer Storey, Chief Hastings, Chief Cooper, PWD Martin
AGENDA CHANGES:  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the December 14, 2009 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
Dan Cease, 1122 6th Street, commented that he appreciates the contributions that Councilmember Baumberger has made during his time on the council. Cease also commented that the traffic issues that Clarkston is having in the WalMart / Costco area are minor in comparison with the gridlocks that are experienced in the Seattle metro area. 

B.  From the Mayor

Mayor Engle assured the public that traffic concerns are being taken seriously and if revisions 
are warranted, they will be dealt with. 

Mayor Engle reminded council that the committee assignments will be on the agenda for the next 
meeting and asked them to be thinking about what committees they would like to serve on. 

C.  From Staff
PWD Martin announced that there will be a Public Hearing on the stormwater construction 
ordinance to be held on January 6 at 5:30 p.m. 

City Attorney Grow informed the council that the Lewiston City Attorney is not comfortable with 
the language in our ordinance which allows Lewiston Fire Department to continue ambulance 
response in Clarkston for trauma incidents. He presented a revised ordinance that states the 
authority more clearly. It was added to the agenda under New Business. 
Grow said he has reviewed the proposed mutual aid agreements with Garfield County and 
Clearwater Paper and said they are ready to go to committee. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:


 A.  Ordinance No. 1464, Amend 2009 Budget, 2nd Reading

Ordinance No. 1464 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN
 to adopt ordinance No. 1464. Motion carried. 

B.  Resolution No. 2009-18, 2010 Volunteer & Reserve Officer Pay (tabled)

MOTION BY SMITH/NASH to take this item off the table. Motion carried.


The motion to amend the resolution to $15 per point failed on a vote of 0-6.

The motion on the original resolution carried on a vote of 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 1460, Amend Zoning, Espresso Stands – 1st Reading 

Ordinance No. 1460 was read by title. PWD Martin explained that the zoning code does not address espresso stands at this time and we have had several inquiries about them.  The Planning Commission held a public hearing and approved this ordinance. 
B. Citizen Appointment to Community Development Committee
MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to appoint Tina Davidson as a citizen representative to the Community Development Committee. Motion carried. 
C. Community Garden Use Agreement
MOTION BY WARREN/McLAUGHLIN to approve the agreement. Warren said that the questions have been addressed in this version of the agreement. Councilmember Beadles asked Grow if he has reviewed it. Grow said he has not read it as thoroughly as he would like. Dan Cease said that the organization has a $2,000,000 liability insurance policy. Clerk Storey said the agreement addressed the water meter, but doesn’t make it clear who pays for the water. Grow asked about the provision that the city would provide the chain link fencing. He was concerned that might be a gifting issue. Since the matter could not be resolved to the attorney’s satisfaction, it was recommended that it be returned to committee MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to table the motion and return it to Community Development Committee. Motion carried. 
D. Authorize Grant Application, Recruit & Retention of Volunteers
Chief Cooper explained this is an Assistance for Firefighters grant that the city has applied for previously, but not been awarded. This grant would request tuition for paramedic or fire service education, travel reimbursement, etc.  It is a 100% grant with no match required.  MOTION BY SMITH/LOMEN to approve the grant application. Motion carried. 
E. Resolution No. 2009-19, Authorize Purchase from GSA
MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to adopt Resolution No. 2009-19.  Councilmember McLaughlin questioned whether we  have a policy to purchase from local suppliers. Clerk Storey said we do not and still would have to purchase from the lowest responsible bidder. She explained this is for a specific purchase of defibrillators to allow the City to buy from a Federal supplier, which replaces the need to bid for this item. Motion carried. 
F. Award Contract for Ambulance Billing Services
Councilmember Warren said the proposals were opened and have been reviewed. Chief Cooper said that after review, additional phone conversations to clarify some issues with the providers and checking references, his recommendation would be to award the contract to Systems Design West.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to award the contract for services to Systems Design and authorize the mayor to sign an agreement once it has been reviewed by staff and the city attorney. Motion carried. 
G. Proclamation – Human Trafficking
MOTION BY McLAUGHLIN/BEADLES to authorize the mayor to sign the proclamation. Motion carried. 

H.  Ordinance No. 1465, Amend CMC 2.60, Ambulance Service
Ordinance No. 1465 was read by title 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for December 28, 2009 of $148,874.43.  Motion carried.
PWD Martin reported that we receiving 41 new yard waste containers under warranty, but we will have to pay shipping for those. He asked for authorization of a budget amendment of $7,500 to order an additional 100 containers. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to authorize a budget amendment. Motion carried. 

COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Nash offered congratulations to Kip Kemak who was named the firefighter of the year. 

Councilmember Nash asked the Admin Committee to look at not taking action on an item that requires a public hearing at the same meeting. 


Councilmember Beadles thanked Councilmember Baumberger for his years of service on the council. He said they didn’t always agree, but that is part of being a seven member council.
