
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
May 11, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, Smith, Lomen, Baumberger, Nash; McLaughlin excused

AGENDA CHANGES:  Add Public Safety Committee report
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the minutes of the April 27, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. MOTION BY WARREN/BEADLES to approve the minutes of the April 22 and April 29 EMS workshop meetings. Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle announced that Councilmember Warren has received her Certified Municipal Leadership certificate.
Mayor Engle announced that there will be another ambulance/EMS meeting with Lewiston and Asotin County on Wednesday at 3:30 at the Lewiston fire station. She said that both entities encourage Clarkston to continue at the negotiating table.

C.  From Staff

PWD Martin announced there will be a meeting for elected officials on May 19 at 4:00. The Storm Water Planning consultant will be presenting information relevant to the planning process. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. Ordinance No. 1454, CableONE Franchise – 2nd Reading for Action 
Ordinance No. 1454 was read by title. MOTION BY BEADLES/WARREN to approve Ordinance No. 1454. Motion carried 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Waterfront Planning, Wanda Keefer
Wanda Keefer gave a presentation on the Waterfront Master Planning project. The planning area includes the property north of Bridge Street to the river’s edge. Keefer stressed that this planning is in order to manage change to avoid undesirable development in the future. She said the waterfront is some of the area’s most desirable and valuable property and should be used to its best advantage.  Input so far indicates a demand for recreational access along the waterfront. Extending the trail all the way to Chief Timothy Park is one item that has come from the input received. The area where the Corp of Engineers has their office is another that may not be being used to its best potential. Keefer said that the fence on the north side of the WWTP is actually on Port property and it could be moved in to make room for the expansion of the trail. It was agreed that it is not feasible to move the plant. Experiential manufacturing is an area of business that may be expanded. It includes things like wineries, breweries, arts.  Keefer said there is a parcel of land currently owned by John and Bill Larsen that is north of WWCC that is of interest. It could be designated for a village concept which would include education, housing and employment similar to Schweitzer. 
Councilmember Warren commented that Community Development Committee and the Planning Commission have heard the presentation. Keefer is looking for input and also support for future grant applications and potential zoning changes. MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH agreeing to support the Waterfront Master Planning with zoning and planning changes where possible and also to provide support for grant applications. Motion carried. 
B. Ordinance No. 1455, Amend CMC 5.16, Business License re: Off-site Sales – 1st Reading
Ordinance No. 1455 was read by title. 

C. Agreement with Valley Vision, Economic Development Services 
MOTION BY WARREN/BAUMBERGER to authorize the agreement with Valley Vision for economic development services. Motion carried. 

D. Authorize Feasibility Study for Community Garden
Councilmember Warren explained that there is a volunteer group that is willing to do a feasibility study for a community garden. MOTION BY WARREN/BAUMBERGER to authorize the study. Councilmember Beadles stated that he is opposed to developing a community garden. He believes it is a project that would not be taken care of and would end up a problem for the city. Mayor Engle said a business plan should be included in the study. Motion carried, 5-1, Beadles opposed. 
E. Budget Amendment Request, Public Works
PWD Martin explained that the amount allocated for a new sanitation truck during the budget process is not adequate at today’s prices. He requested an additional $60,000 for the purchase. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to authorize a budget amendment to increase the line item by $60,000. Motion carried. 

Martin also asked for an amendment to allow $15,000 to purchase a lawn mower for the WWTP.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH
to authorize a budget amendment from the Sewer Equipment Reserve of $15,000 for purchase of a mower. Motion carried. 
F. Approval of FEMA Grant Applications
Chief Copper said he has two FEMA grant applications in progress. One is to purchase gas monitoring equipment for approximately $45,000 and the other would be used for purchase of an ambulance and is $140,000. Both require at least 10% matching funds. MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/SMITH to approve the grant applications. 

G. Authorize Funding for Ambulance Purchase
MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/SMITH to allocate $100,000 from the EMS Equipment Reserve for the purchase of a new or used ambulance and equipment. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for May 11, 2009, of $356,434.16. Motion carried. 
ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE:

No report. 
PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Baumberger reported that the committee recommends moving forward with the contingency planning for an ambulance service in order to be prepared if needed. MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/WARREN directing Chief Cooper to make application to the state for a license for transport service. Motion carried 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Councilmember Nash related a personal experience his family had with an EMC call. He commented that it was Clarkston’s Rescue I personnel who took the time to explain things to his family. He thanked them for their service. 

Councilmember Warren commented a couple of letters to the editor that appeared in the newspaper recently. She pointed some errors in the letters.
Councilmember Beadles said his decision on the ambulance issue are not influenced by Councilmember Baumberger, but on the information presented

Councilmember Nash commented that he has had several people tell him that Clarkston should have its own ambulance service.
