
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
January 26, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:  Councilmembers Present:  Warren, Beadles, McLaughlin, Lomen, Baumberger, Smith; Brewer absent
Staff Present:  Clerk Storey, Chief Hastings, City Attorney Richardson, Chief Cooper, PWD Martin
AGENDA CHANGES: Councilmember Baumberger added a presentation on the Lee Morris building to Old Business.
Councilmember Warren added a report from Community Development Committee.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2009 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public

Nancy Johnston invited the council to a “National Teach-In for Solutions to Global Warming”. Johnston is a professor at LCSC. The event will be at Williams Conference Center on February 5 from 7 until 9 p.m.
B.  From the Mayor
Mayor Engle asked council to determine a process for filling the council vacancy created with David Brewer’s resignation. Council will accept letters of interest until February 2. They will determine a process for appointing at the meeting on February 9.
Mayor Engle said the franchise with Cable One is up for renewal and will expire in April. It was given to Admin Committee.

Mayor Engle announced that the City received a Member of the Year award from the Chamber of Commerce.

Mayor Engle reported that the final budget for 2009 is complete.

B. From Staff
Clerk Storey reported that the final budget document is completed. It includes final figures for 2008 revenues and expenditures.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A.  Ordinance No. 1452, Creating Community Enhancement Fund – 2nd Reading
Ordinance No. 1452 was read by title.  MOTION BY WARREN/SMITH to adopt Ordinance No. 1452.  Motion carried. 
B. Mark Heuett, Lee Morris Building
Mark Heuett gave another presentation on the Lee Morris building. He included a cost estimate of $1,079,630 for the building remodeled as listed on the handout.  It would include exterior and interior remodeling. Second floor finishing is not included nor is permits, inspection, alarms and telephones, furniture or sales tax.  It would include an adjacent parking lot. The proposal was referred to Public Works Committee for further review. 
Mayor Engle cautioned council that they need to develop a capital facilities plan prior to moving forward with any major projects.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Presentation of Certificate of Recognition to Clarkston High School 
Mayor Engle presented a Certificate of Recognition to Clarkston High School Principal Roger Trail to recognize being named as a School of Distinction. 
B.  Bid Award – Personal Protective Gear
Chief Cooper asked council to postpone awarding bid. The low bid was eliminated as being non-responsive; the second low bid has several items that are non-compliant and is sending samples. 
C. Memorandum of Understanding with City of Lewiston for Sludge Testing  at EKO
PWD Martin informed council that specific testing of the sludge that we deposit at EKO is required by the Idaho Department of Ecology. Martin said after reviewing the requirements he has determined that it would be difficult for the city to provide the testing and recommends paying Lewiston to do the testing. MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/McLAUGHLIN to approve the MOU with City of Lewiston. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

FINANCE

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for December 31, 2008 of $153,606.89 and January 26, 2009 of $150,712.59. Motion carried. 
Beadles reported that Chief Hastings has requested permission to order the patrol car that is budgeted for 2009. Committee approved the purchase. PWD Martin proposed a cell phone plan for the public works department that would provide four phones for about $130 per month. Committee authorized him to proceed.

ADMINISTRATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
No report. 
PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE:

Councilmember Baumberger read a statement giving his opinion that Clarkston should proceed with a contingency plan for emergency transport services. MOTION BY BAUMBERGER/SMITH directing Chief Cooper to move forward with developing a contingency plan for emergency transport services under the oversight by Public Safety Committee. Motion carried. 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE:
Councilmember Warren said the committee met with Susan Beaurain, who will be reporting regularly on the aquatic center’s budget status. 

Warren commented that the council needs to adopt revisions to the comprehensive plan that were developed some time ago. She wants to see the prior draft adopted and then move forward with additional revisions. Mayor Engle commented that council should consider bringing in a consultant to facilitate developing an updated plan. Councilmember McLaughlin said that in order to qualify for grant funds to help with updating, the older revisions need to be adopted. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:


Councilmember Beadles commented that he believes the city needs to move forward with a contingency plan for EMS, but wants to see us maintain a cooperative relationship with the other entities involved.
