
CLARKSTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES   
August 10, 2009
CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Engle, 7:00 P.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to approve the minutes of July 27, 2009. Motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Engle reported that she attended the ribbon cutting for the new CHAS clinic in Lewiston. It is expected to serve 5,000 valley residents annually providing medical care for the uninsured and those without a primary care physician.
Mayor Engle said that poor maps are a part of the problem with incorrect sales tax reporting. A request will come forward during the budget process to upgrade city maps.

Mayor Engle provided a report from Tim Lynch who is the city’s representative on the Airport Commission.


Mayor Engle urged the council to use caution in moving forward with ambulance service. She encouraged them to consider staying with the current service for another year or two and evaluating how it works. She is concerned that fees will be split between Lewiston and Clarkston services and that will be a revenue shortfall for the city.
C.  From Staff

PWD Martin said he has been working with the PTBA to get bus stops in the city. There are 11 proposed locations. He is working with Greg Gill to form an agreement to allow them on right of way and that will cover liability and other issues. 

Martin said that the new traffic signals at 5th & Fair and 15th and Bridge are expected to go live on Thursday. 

Martin reported that there was an electrical fire in the engine of the roll-off truck. An adjuster will be down this week to evaluate the damage.
Clerk Storey reminded council of the land use training that will be held here in September and sponsored by WCIA. 
Clerk Storey reported that fuel bids were opened. Two bids were received, From Coleman Oil and Primeland.  The bids will be evaluated and a recommendation brought back to council.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Interlocal Agreement with Asotin County for Public Works Projects

PW Martin explained that this is a renewal of an annual agreement. It will authorize the County to do our chip sealing for us this year among other possible projects. MOTION BY BEADLES/LOMEN to authorize the agreement. Motion carried. 

B.  Parking Restrictions on North side of Fair Street

PWD Martin said that with the opening of Wal-Mart he is recommending that parking be eliminated on the north side of Fair Street between 5th & 10th Streets. He will draft an ordinance and bring it to committee for review. 


C.  Authorization to Negotiate an Agreement for Engineering Services with Keller & Assoc.

PWD Martin reported that the RFQ’s for engineering services to assess the WWTP were reviewed by a committee consisting of Martin, Wes Ison, Joel Ristau and Tim Simpson. They recommend negotiating with Keller & Associates to perform the work. Martin will begin contract negotiations.


D.  Re-imbursement Agreement with Wal-Mart for 5th & Bridge Street Improvements

PWD Martin explained that Wal-Mart is paying the cost of increasing the radius at the intersection of 5th & Bridge as part of the mitigation efforts. Martin asked council to authorized the mayor to sign the agreement with Wal-Mart. The project will go to bid and come back to council for a contract for construction at a later date. MOTION BY SMITH/BEADLES to authorize signing the agreement with Wal-Mart.  Motion carried.

Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved for payment. MOTION BY BEADLES/NASH to approve the bills as read, total expenditures for July 31, 2009, of $42,555.00 and for August 10, 2009 of $417,121.39. Motion carried.
