APPROVAL OF MINUTES: MOTION BY BEADLES/SMITH to approve the minutes of the December 27, 2011 Regular Meeting.  Motion carried

COMMUNICATIONS:
A. From the Public
George Nash, 1115 Highland, congratulated the new councilmembers and mayor. 
B. From the Mayor
Mayor Warren mentioned that the fire department will be having a pinning ceremony.
C. From Staff
Chief Cooper reported that seven new volunteer firefighters recently completed training. They will test for Firefighter I certification. The pinning ceremony will be held on January 24 at 6:30 p.m.
[bookmark: _GoBack]PWD Martin said that due to the changing of council there has not been an opportunity to meet with Public Works Committee so he has three items to bring before council.  The City has received an additional $81,000 in funding for the Sixth Street Lighting Project. He asked council to authorize the mayor to sign the addendum.  MOTION BY BEADLES/PROVOST to authorize the mayor to sign the addendum to accept the additional funds and the contract with the low bidder.  Motion carried.  
Martin said the annual report for stormwater is ready to submit.  He asked the council to authorize the mayor to sign the report.  MOTION BY BEADLES/MANCHESTER authorizing the mayor to sign the annual report for submission to Department of Ecology.  Councilmember Smith asked if a decision could be postponed.  Martin said the report is late and needs to be submitted soon. Councilmember Beadles said it is just a report, but includes no financial obligations. Motion carried.
Martin reported that in the course of the Public Safety remodel, it was determined that the server room, which is controlled by the county, should be moved to the jail area. A change order has been prepared by the contractor. Martin has prepared an interlocal agreement which authorizes the city to administer the change order with the county reimbursing the city for the cost of the change. The agreement authorizes up to $33,000 for the project. MOTION BY BEADLES/MANCHESTER to authorize the mayor to sign the Interlocal agreement with the county. Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
. 	Finance Committee:
	Councilmember Beadles reported that all bills have been audited and approved.  MOTION BY BEADLES/LAWRENCE to authorize payment of the bills, total expenditures for January 9, 2012 of $544,718.91. Beadles commented that there is one bill submitted by Councilmember Manchester for travel that was higher than it could have been due to not taking advantage of government rate for lodging. Committee recommended that the reimbursement be approved since Manchester did not claim mileage reimbursement for the travel. Motion carried.

	Public Safety:
	Councilmember Lawrence reported that committee met on January 3rd. She said that they are pleased to have the seven new volunteers.  The city is receiving some communication equipment as a result of the county’s Homeland Security grant. The city is working with Avista to get rebates for energy saving components of the public safety building project. Avista will be completing the paperwork for us.

	Committee discussed some issues dealing with change orders and the firewall.  A letter will be sent to the contractor regarding the firewall. There were also some concerns regarding the architect discussed.
