PWD Martin asked for council authorization to permit Riedesel Engineering to re-bid the 6th Street Lighting Project.  MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to authorize the mayor to sign the new agreement.  Motion carried.
PWD Martin said he has distributed information received from DOE regarding stormwater.  DOE has offered to participate in a workshop on April 21 to address stormwater planning.
Clerk Storey reported that the city had the exit conference with the state auditors for the 2008-2009 financial years. This is the 11th consecutive clean audit the city has experienced. There were no findings and only three minor recommendations.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Ordinance No. 1484, Zone Change – 414, 418, 422 13th St. – 1st Reading
Councilmember McLaughlin reported that Planning Commission has recommended and Community Development Committee agrees, that the zone change request should be granted.  
Ordinance No. 1484 was read by title.  

B.  Resolution No. 2011-05, Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map Revision
PWD Martin explained that the Planning Commission has studied the potential future land use needs of the city. As a result, transitional areas have been identified. One is adjacent to the medical commercial zone and the other is adjacent to service commercial.  The changes will give direction to staff when zone changes are requested in those areas.  
Councilmember Nash commented that he doesn’t like to see residential areas eliminated.  Councilmember McLaughlin commented that the city does have housing needs that need to be worked on. PWD Martin clarified that this does not change any zones; it just gives direction for future growth and changes. 
	MOTION BY BEADLES/McLAUGHLIN to approve Resolution No. 2011-05.  Motion carried, 6-1, Nash opposed.

C.  Request for Street Closure – Cruzin’ to Clarkston Car Show
MOTION BY SMITH/LOMEN to approve the request for street closure for the Cruzin’ to Clarkston Car Show on June 25.  Chief Hastings said he doesn’t foresee any problems.  Motion carried.

	Councilmember Beadles said committee discussed the cost of labor and the fact that even with a 1% increase of property taxes, revenues cannot keep up with labor costs. 
	Beadles said the committee would like to see a list of expenditures from stormwater for the first quarter.
